REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES 
 

Mr. Bauer called the meeting to order at 1:20 p.m.  He welcomed new Trustee Lewis W. 
Adkins, Jr. to the Board.  On February 3, Governor John Kasich appointed Mr. Adkins to 
a term that ends on July 1, 2025.  Both an accomplished graduate of The University of 
Akron School of Law and a notable civic leader, Mr. Adkins is a partner and practice 
group manager in public law, regulatory and finance at Roetzel & Andress in Cleveland.  
He serves as lead counsel to numerous large public and private entities in Ohio and 
Washington, D.C.  He also has acted as lead counsel for several multimillion dollar 
development projects.  His clients include public and private entities, as well as 
diversified energy companies, governmental entities, housing authorities and nonprofit 
organizations.   
 
Mr. Adkins received the School of Law’s J. Dean Carro Professionalism Award from the 
Black Law Students Association in 2015.  He also created the School of Law’s Judge 
James R. Williams Endowed Scholarship.  He is the former board chair of the Akron 
Urban League.  His community affiliations include Alpha Phi Alpha Fraternity Inc.; the 
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Cleveland Urban League; the Greater Akron Chamber of Commerce, where he is a 
member of the nominating committee; and the Summit County Consumer Affairs Board. 
 
Mr. Bauer then invited Mr. Adkins to go to the head of the room, where Ms. Cook 
administered the oath of office.  Mr. Adkins said that he was honored to be appointed and 
eager to learn and serve.   
 
Mr. Bauer then called Secretary M. Celeste Cook and Assistant Secretary John J. Reilly, 
whose appointments were effective January 1, 2017, to come forward and take the oath of 
office, which he administered. 
 

REPORT OF THE CHAIR 
 
Mr. Bauer reviewed the following significant steps taken by the Board, with the support 
of President Wilson, beginning in December 2016: 
 
• In a letter to President Wilson dated December 23, 2016, Mr. Bauer addressed the 

resolutions and requests of the University Council and Faculty Senate supporting the 
recommendation of the Tiger Team to add representatives chosen by those groups, as 
well as The University of Akron Chapter of the American Association of University 
Professors (Akron-AAUP) and the University Chairs, as non-voting members to 
various Board committees. 
 

• As Article 10 of the current collective bargaining agreement between The University 
of Akron and the Akron-AAUP provides for the role of the Akron-AAUP in shared 
academic governance via the Faculty Senate, and as the Board routinely considers 
and acts upon recommendations of that group and the University Council, Mr. Bauer 
concluded that the already existing policies and practices provide both a structure and 
a process to facilitate shared governance beyond collectively bargained agreements. 
 

• However, as Mr. Bauer outlined in his letter to President Wilson, to additionally 
facilitate shared governance, he proposed to appoint Trustee liaisons to attend 
meetings of both the Faculty Senate and the University Council and to hold one or 
more special information sessions between the Board and the leadership of the 
Faculty Senate, University Council and student government to be scheduled during 
this spring semester. 
 

• The goal of those special information sessions is to provide opportunities for the 
representatives of Faculty Senate and University Council to inform the Board and for 
the Board to receive information and opinions as well as to ask questions. 
 

• However, the special information sessions will not include deliberations by the 
Board, and the Board will not discuss policy or Board actions at them. 
 

• On January 26, 2017, Mr. Bauer notified President Wilson that he had made Trustee 
liaison appointments as follows: 
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o To the Faculty Senate:  himself, Chair Roland Bauer; Trustee Warren Woolford 
as alternate 

o To the University Council:  Vice Chair Olivia Demas, Trustee Bill Scala as 
alternate 
 

Mr. Bauer said that several Trustees had joined him in attending the regular Faculty 
Senate meeting held on Thursday, February 2 and the subsequent emergency Faculty 
Senate meeting held on Thursday, February 9.  The primary discussion on February 2 
had concerned graduate assistantships at The University of Akron and evaluation of 
the cost of that program in comparison to peer institutions.  Mr. Bauer commended 
Professor Dr. Philip Allen of the Psychology Department and his group for presenting 
“a very serious, well-thought-out effort to address cost issues relative to the number 
of graduate assistantships we have in a wide variety of areas.”  Mr. Bauer further 
acknowledged the difficult nature of that subject for those who had attended, and he 
expressed his appreciation for the extensive dialogue.  Due to the length of the 
conversation, an emergency meeting was called for February 9. 
 
Mr. Bauer said that the sole agenda for the emergency meeting on February 9 was to 
finish the graduate assistantship discussion and then conduct votes on the following 
four actions.   

 
1. Research assistants (a subset of graduate assistants) will no longer receive 

stipends.  This action was amended to hold harmless current students who are 
research assistants as they finish their degrees. 

   
2. Tuition waivers to graduate assistants will not exceed the stipend value for in-

state, tuition paying students.  This relates to community and industrial grants.  
Again, the same hold-harmless amendment applies to current students who are 
graduate assistants as they finish their degrees. 

 
3. Stipends and tuition waivers will not exceed the credit hours necessary for the 

graduate degree in progress.  Situations had occurred in which students continued 
to work beyond the number of credit hours required for their degrees.  An 
amendment to this action will cover certain engineering instruction.   
 

4. Funding for graduate assistants in terminal master’s degree programs will be 
reduced to 30 percent of the current funding.  
 

Mr. Bauer said that all four proposals were separately considered and passed by the 
Faculty Senate.  With resultant savings projected at $12.9 million in the second year, 
he commended the actions taken as “a really serious effort to help address the current 
financial situation.”  
 

• Mr. Bauer said that on Tuesday, February 7, Vice Chair Olivia Demas, Trustee 
liaison to University Council, had attended the University Council meeting.  Trustee 
Warren Woolford, Student Trustees Darnell Davis and Zachary Michel and Mr. 
Bauer also had attended.  Mr. Bauer then asked Mrs. Demas to summarize the 
subjects covered at the University Council meeting. 
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Mrs. Demas first acknowledged and thanked Trustee Blickle for having attended 
many previous University Council meetings informally.  Mrs. Demas then 
reported that the following agenda items were covered during the meeting: 
 
o Dr. Harvey Sterns, the council’s chair, presented the UA Strategic Planning 

and Budget Proposal, which received unanimous acceptance by the council.   
o Dr. Liz Erickson, a member of the council’s Talent Development and Human 

Resources Committee, reported on the potential employee buyout program.   
o Provost Ramsier reported on the Higher Learning Commission’s visit, the 

funding and restructuring recommendations for graduate assistantships, and 
Governor Kasich’s budget proposal for public colleges to share textbook costs 
for students, which drew a lot of discussion among members of the council.   

o President Wilson closed the meeting with his remarks. 
 
Dr. Ciraldo asked what Dr. Sterns’ report had concerned.  Provost Ramsier 
explained that the University Council’s Budget and Finance Committee had 
proposed a timeline for collaborative strategic planning of the University’s annual 
budget in conjunction with the office of the CFO.  This process would extend 
beyond one year to support long-range planning. 

 
• Mr. Bauer reported that on February 6, the first of at least two special information 

sessions was held with members of the Faculty Senate, University Council and 
Undergraduate Student Government present.  The first special information session 
was devoted to focus primarily on the cost of Athletics since that topic had been 
discussed at length during the December Faculty Senate meeting.  Director of 
Athletics Larry Williams gave a detailed presentation, after which the representatives 
of the Faculty Senate and University Council were able to ask questions of Mr. 
Williams and address the Board on that topic and a few others.  Board members also 
had opportunities to ask questions and receive information from Larry Williams and 
from the Faculty Senate and University Council members present. 
 
Mr. Bauer said that he personally found this information session to be very productive 
and believes that all who attended agreed that it provided a wonderful opportunity to 
share comments, concerns and perspectives with the Board as well as a valuable 
exchange of information and ideas. 
 

• Mr. Bauer said that he looks forward to the second special information session to be 
held on Monday, April 10.  Input on an agenda has been requested from Faculty 
Senate and University Council.

REPORT OF THE STUDENT TRUSTEES 

 
Mr. Michel introduced student Megan Bodenschatz and Mr. Davis introduced student 
Sterling Galehouse (see Appendix D).  Ms. Bodenschatz and Mr. Galehouse gave a  
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presentation on the Undergraduate Student Government organization, of which they are 
president and vice president, respectively.  They each received a commemorative clock 
from Trustees. 
 
Mr. Bauer said that the Board uses a consent agenda for its proceedings and would hear a 
listing of each agenda item by the various committee chairs and then hold one vote on the 
action items listed on the consent agenda.  The Board would vote on actions not listed on 
the consent agenda immediately after they are raised.  All of the action and informational 
items in the Board materials were discussed in detail during the committee meetings held 
that morning.

• Financial Report for the Six Months Ending December 31, 2016 (Tab 2) 

 
UNRESTRICTED GENERAL FUND – AKRON AND WAYNE 
 
REVENUE AND RESOURCES 
 
Tuition and General Service Fees – Tuition and General Service Fees revenue 
totaled $121 million or approximately 58 percent of the $209.6 million annual budget.  
The University’s principal tuition revenue cycle occurs twice during the fiscal year, 
and the summer/fall revenue cycle historically has represented approximately 57 
percent of the total.  Deferred Tuition and General Service Fees of $64.5 million 
would be recognized at the beginning of the spring semester.  Budgeted Tuition and 
General Service Fees revenue was expected to be achieved or slightly exceeded as 
actual fall enrollment marginally exceeded projected enrollment, and early indications 
were that this trend would carry into the spring 2017 semester. 
 
Other Fees – Other Fees revenue totaled $13.9 million or approximately 59 percent 
of the $23.6 million annual budget.  The summer/fall revenue cycle historically has 
represented approximately 57 percent of the total.  Deferred Other Fees revenue of 
$7.3 million was in line with projections and would be recognized at the beginning of 
the spring semester.  Budgeted Other Fees revenue was expected to be achieved. 
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State Share of Instruction – State Share of Instruction (SSI) revenue totaled $53.2 
million or approximately 50 percent of the $106.5 million annual budget.  In addition, 
an updated calculation of the State Share of Instruction for The University of Akron 
resulted in a positive adjustment of $2 million, which would be allocated over the 
remaining two quarters of this fiscal year. 
 
Indirect Cost Recovery (IDC) – IDC revenue totaled $2.9 million or approximately 
44 percent of the $6.5 million annual budget.  Expectations were that IDC revenue 
would be achieved and that IDC allocated to the academic units would be managed to 
expenditures. 
 
Investment Income – Investment Income revenue totaled $1.2 million or 
approximately 30 percent of the $2.4 million annual budget.  Budgeted investment 
income revenue was expected to be achieved. 
 
Departmental Sales – Departmental Sales revenue approximated $4.2 million or 46 
percent of the $9 million annual budget.  Budgeted Departmental Sales revenue was 
expected to be achieved. 
 
EXPENDITURES 
 
Compensation and Fringe Benefits – Compensation and Fringe Benefits 
approximated $101.6 million or 46 percent of the $218.7 million annual budget.  
Largely due to nine-month employee contracts, compensation is not incurred ratably 
throughout the year.  By September 30; however, all employees become part of the 
payroll cycle and compensation becomes more ratable for the remainder of the fiscal 
year.  Fringe benefit costs approximated $26.8 million or 44 percent of budget.   
Expectations were that budgeted Compensation and Fringe Benefits would be met, 
noting the transition to Anthem as third-party administrator would begin January 1, 
2017, and budgeted Compensation included $3 million related to vacant position 
savings.   
 
Purchased Utilities – Purchased Utilities expenditures approximated $4.8 million or 
41 percent of the $11.6 million annual budget.  The budget was expected to be 
achieved. 
 
Departmental Sales – Departmental Sales operating expenditures approximated $2.2 
million or 47 percent of the $4.6 million annual budget.  The budget was expected to 
be achieved.   
 
Operating – Operating expenditures including current-year encumbrances 
approximated $21.8 million or 60 percent of the $36.5 million annual budget.  The 
budget was expected to be achieved. 
 
Bad Debt – Bad debt approximated $112,000 and compared favorably to the $2.5 
million annual budget.  The budget was expected to be met or more favorably 
achieved. 
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Scholarships – Scholarships approximated $30.4 million or 50 percent of the $60.5 
million annual budget.  Scholarships to date reflected the fall awards while the spring 
awards would be reflected in the third quarter report.  The budget was expected to be 
achieved. 
 
TRANSFERS 
 
Transfers-In – The annual budget assumed that transfers-in from reserves would 
total $18 million, but only limited transfers-in were recorded thus far due to the 
University’s two revenue cycles and largely ratable incurrence of expenditures 
throughout the year. 
 
Transfers-Out – Of the $4.9 million debt service annual budget, $2.4 million or 49 
percent was transferred out to pay the debt service payment with the remaining 
transfers to occur this fiscal year.  This represented bonded debt obligations for 
building and renovation of general purpose and academic space, and included the 
performance contract obligation to improve energy efficiency.  Transfers of 
approximately $900,000 to plant funds supported the new law building as well as 
various renovations and capital improvements.  Remaining transfers of $17.2 million 
reflected facility fees and general fees as well as general support to auxiliaries.  At 50 
percent of annual budget, these transfers were in line with budget. 
 
AUXILIARIES – AKRON AND WAYNE 
 
Athletics 
 
Athletics actual revenue totaled $3.8 million or 45 percent of the annual budgeted 
revenue of $8.4 million.  Budgeted revenue was expected to be achieved.  Earned 
revenue exceeded prior year activity by $605,300, largely due to football game 
guarantees received to play Wisconsin.  Compensation and fringe benefit 
expenditures totaled $4.9 million or approximately 46 percent of the annual budget of 
$10.7 million.  Compensation was expected to remain at or below budget.  Operating 
expenditures totaled $7.2 million or 74 percent of the annual budget of $9.7 million.  
Total operating expenditures exceeded 50 percent of budget during the second quarter 
as the majority of operating expense from prepaid game guarantees, encumbrances, 
uniform purchases, and football traveling occurs during fall semester.  Scholarships, 
or athletic financial aid, totaled $3.8 million or 48 percent of the annual budget of 
$7.9 million.  The amount budgeted for scholarships was not expected to be 
exceeded. 
 
Other sources of funding consisted of year-to-date transfers-in totaling $12.3 million.  
Of that amount, the $1.6 million in Facilities Fees serviced a portion of the Stadium 
and Field House debt, and $10.7 million represented combined General Service Fees 
and Other categories.  Remaining transfers-in this fiscal year were expected to 
achieve the budgeted Facilities Fees of $4.1 million and combined General Service 
Fees and Other of $20.8 million.  Year-to-date transfers-out for debt service totaled 
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$2.5 million or 50 percent of the budgeted $5 million with the remaining transfers-out 
to occur this fiscal year.   
 
Residence Life and Housing 
 
Residence Life and Housing actual revenue totaled $10.3 million compared to annual 
budgeted revenue of $20.9 million.  Housing revenue is presumed to be earned 
monthly so the $10.3 million represented a portion of postings to date, with $9 
million held in deferred revenue.  Fall semester revenue was in line with fall revenue 
projection, but fall 2016 occupancy was 13 percent lower than fall 2015.  Enrollment 
projections and housing contracts indicated a shortfall for spring 2017.  Compen-
sation and fringe benefit expenditures totaled $554,200 or approximately 46 percent 
of the annual budget of $1.2 million.  Budgeted compensation was not expected to be 
exceeded.  Operating expenditures totaled $3.6 million or 42 percent of the annual 
budget of $8.5 million.  Expenditures were expected to remain at or below budget.  
Centralization of maintenance under PFOC reduced actual compensation but 
increased operating costs.  Year-to-date transfers-out for debt service totaled $5.3 
million or 50 percent of the budgeted $10.7 million with the remaining transfers-out 
to occur this fiscal year.   
 
E. J. Thomas Performing Arts Hall 
 
E. J. Thomas Hall actual revenue totaled $619,200 compared to annual budgeted 
revenue of $1.8 million.  Deferred ticket revenue of $180,400 would be realized once 
shows are held.  Budgeted revenue was expected to be achieved as much of the 
revenue-generating programming had yet to occur.  Compensation and fringe benefit 
expenditures totaled $184,400 or approximately 51 percent of the annual budget of 
$360,000.  Budgeted compensation was not expected to be exceeded.  Operating 
expenditures totaled $961,600 or 45 percent of the $2.2 million annual budget.  
Expenditures were expected to remain at or below budget.  Year-to-date transfers-in 
of $515,600 represented general fund support for operations, budgeted at 
approximately $1 million, with the remaining transfers-in expected this fiscal year.  
Year-to-date transfers-out for debt service totaled $163,600 or 50 percent of the 
budgeted $330,000 with the remaining transfers-out to occur this fiscal year. 
 
Dining Services (Aramark) 
 
Aramark actual revenue totaled $1.2 million compared to the annual budgeted 
revenue of $3.1 million.  Deferred revenue of $326,600 in Zip Card deposits would 
be realized once expensed.  Budgeted revenue was not expected to be achieved, and 
expenditures would be closely monitored throughout the course of the year.  Compen-
sation and fringe benefit expenditures totaled $300,200 or approximately 39 percent 
of the annual budget of $760,000.  Compensation occurs ratably throughout the year, 
and it was expected that budgeted compensation would not be exceeded.  Operating 
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expenditures totaled $770,800 or 51 percent of the annual budget of $1.5 million.  
Expenditures were expected to remain at or below budget.  Year-to-date transfers-out 
for debt service totaled $389,300 or 51 percent of the $770,000 annual budget with 
the remaining transfers-out to occur this fiscal year.   
 
Student Recreation and Wellness Center 
 
Student Recreation and Wellness Center actual revenue totaled $233,200 compared to 
annual budgeted revenue of $580,000.  Budgeted revenue was expected to be 
achieved.  Compensation and fringe benefit expenditures totaled $346,600 or 
approximately 46 percent of the annual budget of $760,000.  Budgeted compensation 
was not expected to be exceeded.  Operating expenditures totaled $914,100 or 43 
percent of the annual budget of $2.1 million.  Expenditures were expected to remain 
at or below budget.  Centralization of maintenance under PFOC reduced actual 
compensation but increased operating costs.  Year-to-date transfers-in of $2 million 
or 50 percent of the $4 million annual budget represented Facilities Fees/General 
Fund support to service the building’s bonded debt and for operations, respectively.  
The remaining amount was expected to be transferred this fiscal year.  Year-to-date 
transfers-out for debt service requirements totaled $855,900 or 50 percent of the $1.7 
million annual budget.   
 
Student Union 
 
Student Union actual revenue totaled $421,800 compared to annual budgeted revenue 
of $1.7 million.  The principal revenue is rental income.  With actual year-to-date 
revenue at 24 percent of budget, activity would be closely monitored throughout the 
remaining fiscal year.  Compensation and fringe benefit expenditures totaled 
$378,400 or approximately 52 percent of the $730,000 annual budget.  It was 
expected that budgeted compensation would not be exceeded.  Operating 
expenditures totaled $1 million or 40 percent of the $2.6 million annual budget.  
Expenditures were expected to remain at or below budget.  Centralization of custodial 
and maintenance under PFOC reduced actual compensation but increased operating 
costs.  Year-to-date transfers-in of $2.2 million or 50 percent of the $4.5 million 
annual budget represented Facilities Fees/General Fund support to service the 
building’s bonded debt and for operations, respectively.  The remaining amount was 
expected to be transferred this fiscal year.  Year-to-date transfers-out for debt service 
requirements totaled $1.5 million or 50 percent of the $2.9 million annual budget. 
 
Parking Services and Transportation 
 
Parking Services and Transportation actual revenue totaled $4.5 million compared to 
annual budgeted revenue of $8.9 million.  Deferred revenue of $2.7 million for 
parking permits purchased before the start of start of the semester would be realized 6 
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weeks into the semester.  It was projected that, overall, actual revenue would fall 
short of expectations; however, expenditures would be managed to remain within 
actual revenue.  Compensation and fringe benefit expenditures totaled $184,700 or 
approximately 31 percent of the $600,000 annual budget.  Budgeted compensation 
was not expected to be exceeded.  Operating expenditures totaled $1.9 million or 61 
percent of the $3 million annual budget.  Expenditures were expected to remain at or 
below budget.  Centralization of maintenance under PFOC reduced actual 
compensation but increased operating costs.  Year-to-date transfers-out for debt 
service totaled $2.2 million or 50 percent of the $4.4 million annual budget with the 
remaining transfers-out to occur this fiscal year.   
 
Telecommunications 
 
Telecommunications actual revenue totaled $7,100 compared to annual budgeted 
revenue of $20,000.  The revenue budget initially contained projections for fiber optic 
service, telephone and wire installations.  However, only charges for fiber optic 
service were assessed in addition to internal charges to campus departments.  It was 
expected that revenue would fall short of projections, but with the internal charges 
revenue would exceed expenditures.  Compensation and fringe benefit expenditures 
totaled $135,500 or approximately 45 percent of the $300,000 annual budget.  
Budgeted compensation was not expected to be exceeded.  Operating expenditures 
totaled $146,100 compared to the annual budget of $470,000, which included $2.5 
million in charge-back revenue.  Expenditures were expected to remain at or below 
budget.  Year-to-date transfers-out for debt service requirements totaled $15,200 or 
51 percent of the budgeted $30,000 with the remaining transfers-out to occur this 
fiscal year.  
 
Wayne College 
 
Wayne College revenue totaled $34,300 compared to annual budgeted revenue of 
$70,000.  Budgeted revenue was expected to be achieved.  Operating expenditures 
totaled $1,800 or 18 percent compared to the annual budget of $10,000.  Expenditures 
were expected to remain at or below budget.

OPERATING FUNDS 
 
Operating funds totaled $165.5 million at December 31, 2016 and posted a blended 
rate of return (ROR) of 1.4 percent, approximating $2.3 million, for the six months 
ended December 31, 2016.   
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Cash and Fixed Income 
 
PFM manages the short- and intermediate-term fixed income investments as well as a 
cash and equivalents portfolio.  The cash and fixed income portfolios achieved an 
overall six-month ROR of -0.8 percent, or -$1.2 million [$137.4 million average 
quarterly balance].   
 
Long-Term 
 
The long-term investments managed by Legacy achieved an overall six-month ROR 
of 7.5 percent, or $3.5 million [$49.2 million average quarterly balance] compared to 
benchmark of 4.8 percent.   
 
Except for a minor variation, the operating funds were within the University’s 
prescribed asset allocation requirements at December 31, 2016.   
 
ENDOWMENTS 
 
Endowments totaled $62.6 million at December 31, 2016 and posted a blended ROR 
of 4 percent, or $2.4 million, for the six months ended December 31, 2016. 
 
Pooled Endowments 
 
Pooled endowments managed by Cambridge achieved an overall six-month ROR of 
3.4 percent, or $1.9 million [$56.8 million average quarterly balance] compared to 
benchmark of 4 percent. 
 
Of Cambridge’s portfolio, Oak Associates achieved the highest six-month ROR at 
15.9 percent [$6.6 million balance at December 31], while the Van Eck Gold Fund 
achieved the lowest ROR at -23.3 percent [$0.8 million balance at December 31]. 
 
These funds were within the University’s prescribed asset allocation requirements at 
December 31, 2016.    
 
Separately Invested 
 
Separately invested endowments are invested in accord with donor stipulations and 
achieved a blended six-month ROR of 9.5 percent, or $0.5 million [$6.3 million 
average quarterly balance].   
 
The highest ROR for the six months ended December 31 was the Oelschlager 
Leadership Award portfolio, invested at Key Bank, at 16.9 percent on market value of 
$2 million at December 31.  The lowest ROR for the six months ended December 31 
was the Constitutional Law endowment, invested at Key Bank, at -1.6 percent on 
market value of $1 million at December 31. 
 
These funds were separately invested for a number of reasons and did not have 
uniform prescribed asset allocation requirements.

Tree Drive, Akron, Ohio 44303; Now, Therefore,

authority to sell the “Residence” upon such terms and conditions and for such consideration paid 
or to be paid to the “University” as the Board of Trustees shall approve, whether through a 
negotiated sale and purchase agreement or other such process as the Board of Trustees shall 
determine appropriate; and, further providing that the net proceeds from the sale of the real estate 
shall be paid to The University of Akron and deposited in The University of Akron endowment 
account for purposes to be determined by the Board of Trustees of The University of Akron; and,  
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That upon such legislative authority being granted, the 
administration is directed to proceed to obtain a proposed agreement for the disposition of the 
real estate in accord with this Resolution and the authority granted by the General Assembly and 
submit such agreement to the Board of Trustees for final approval. 
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Welcome, everyone.  As we are here in February, well in to our spring semester, there is a lot of 
excitement and positive momentum here at The University of Akron. 
 
Part of what we have been talking about is enrollment, and as you know, we had our enrollment 
challenges in the fall and will continue to work to resolve those.  I was very encouraged by the 
fact that, here in spring semester, our enrollment was down only 6.7 percent.  With the number 
of graduating students that we had plus the fact that we were down by 8 percent in the fall, I was 
encouraged to see that our retention efforts are taking hold and that we have been able to make 
inroads. 
 
On the new student recruitment front, it is still very early in terms of commitments and paid seat 
deposits, but we have been running consistently between 35 and 40 percent up in terms of seat 
deposits.  We continue to hope that we will do that in the 20 to 40 percent range as we roll out 
some new initiatives, so stay tuned.   
 
Applications are up by between 8 to 10 percent over last year and about the same as in 2015.  We 
are encouraged by the interest that we are seeing and appreciate all of the efforts being made to 
attract students and share with them our message of the many great things going on here at The 
University of Akron. 
 
Events and Accomplishments 
 
We come together today, as you all know, on the heels of our Higher Learning Commission 
accreditation visit, which took place on Monday and Tuesday, February 13 and 14.  We 
appreciate all of the time and effort to make that visit possible and to make that visit a success.  
We must wait for the results, but I believe the University’s hospitality was well received.  We 
were encouraged by great feedback and recognition of excellence here on campus.  Much 
appreciation was given to the Board of Trustees for its engagement and openness.  The Board’s 
commitment in terms of the information session and attendance at Faculty Senate and University 
Council meetings was very welcome.  Several members of the visit team commented that the 
existence of a University Council, which was novel to them in their own governing structures, 
demonstrated a significant milestone in terms of shared governance. 
 
Our Rethinking Race forum that has been going on since last week.  It continues through this 
Sunday so we invite everyone to come and join in those activities.  We have had an excellent 
turnout, especially the presentations of our keynote speakers Jane Elliott and Dr. Mahzarin 
Banaji and Professor Nina Turner.  I would like to thank our Board members Olivia Demas, 
Warren Woolford and Darnell Davis for attending some of those events and making their 
presence and support known.  We still have several events left this week.  Student Trustee Davis 
has been taking a very active role in one of those, a project titled, “What We Can Tell.”  We 
partnered with Ancestry.com to do some DNA testing to have people analyze their own ancestry 
and to reflect what that means in terms of race.  A short film has been produced featuring 30 
members of the University community, including Student Trustee Davis.  I played a role in that 
as well, having succumbed to the temptation of, not only doing the DNA test, but also being a 
positive part of what we are about here at The University of Akron and our commitment to 
diversity.   
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During the ten-year existence of the Rethinking Race series, we have had over 50,000 
participants take advantage of the programming.  I send my compliments to the organizers, Dr. 
Amy Shriver Dreussi, forum chair, and her associates.   
 
I am encouraged by the fact that the Rethinking Race forum is building upon and augmenting the 
great diversity activities that we have in place this year, including the Black Male Summit 
Academy, developed last fall under the direction of our Interim Chief Diversity Officer, Dr. 
Lakeesha Ransom.  We will hold that event again this spring in conjunction with the Black Male 
Symposium that will take place at The University of Akron on April 7.  Our marquee tenth-
anniversary Black Male Summit will be held in September.   
 
In December, I signed an agreement with the Portage Lakes Career Center to work together to 
create the second Early College High School.  It is our mission at The University of Akron to 
provide access to education at an affordable price, and this is one way that we can serve the 
students in Coventry, Green, Manchester and Springfield High Schools by bringing early college 
to them.  They will have the opportunity to earn a college degree free while working on a high 
school diploma.  It is the first such partnership in the state of Ohio between a university and one 
of the many career centers.  Special thanks and gratitude go out to Dean Elizabeth Kennedy and 
her colleagues in our College of Applied Science and Technology for leading this project and 
helping the University to lead the way.   
 
We also have a new bachelor’s degree that meets the needs of the insurance industry with the roll 
out of our new Bachelor of Business Administration (B.B.A.) in Risk Management and 
Insurance, which is offered by our College of Business Administration.  There will be an 
estimated 29,000 new job openings in the Ohio insurance industry over the next seven years.  
Ohio Lieutenant Governor and UA alumna Mary Taylor applauded the creation of this degree, 
and I congratulate Dean Ravi Krovi, the faculty of the College of Business Administration and 
others here at the University for making that possible. 
 
We also have had many accomplishments on the research side, but I just want to highlight one 
major grant.  Dr. Leah Shriver, assistant professor of Chemistry and Biology, is conducting 
research on new methods to promote nervous system regeneration.  She hopes to develop new 
therapies to prevent destruction of brain cells or stimulate processes for regeneration.  The 
National Institutes of Health has awarded Dr. Shriver a three-year, $469,000 grant for this 
research.  The University of Akron truly is making a difference with cutting-edge research, not 
only on the local stage but on the national and international stages as well.  I congratulate Dr. 
Shriver and all the other researchers here. 
 
Another great accomplishment comes through our Spark Fund program, which was launched 
with $500,000 of seed money.  Last month we announced the creation of The University of 
Akron Research Foundation’s Spark Fund.  It was created with a matching $250,000 award from 
the Ohio Third Frontier Technology Validation and Startup Fund.  It supports prototyping and 
testing of new innovations and technologies that are created by UA graduates, students and 
faculty.  The goal is to create more startups within The University of Akron family, and the 
Spark Fund invests only in technologies that are invented in our labs.  We are very excited about 
that, and we would like to thank Elyse Ball, our UARF project manager and overseer of the 
Spark Fund initiative, and all of her colleagues at the research foundation. 
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Dr. Janet Kavandi, director of NASA Glenn Research Center and a former astronaut, toured our 
campus on January 26.  She was joined by NASA colleagues and University of Akron alumni, 
John Sankovic, Mary Jo Long-Davis and Dennis Huff.  Dr. Kavandi gave a presentation to our 
students, met with student design teams—we have a wonderful rocket program that competes 
successfully on the national stage—and toured our labs as well.  Special thanks go out to Dean 
Eric Amis and Dean Don Visco for hosting those guests. 

 
Appointment 
 
We have a new chief diversity officer.  Last month we announced the selection of Jolene Lane.  
She currently serves as senior director in the vice president’s office for diversity and community 
affairs at Teachers College of Columbia University.  Mrs. Lane will begin her duties here on 
March 29, and she will report directly to me with her office located in Buchtel Hall. 

 
Awards and Recognitions  
 
Our Student Recreation and Wellness Center has actually received two national recognitions 
over the past few weeks.  It was named by TheBestSchools.org as one of the 25 most amazing 
college campus buildings in the country, ranking 13th of the 25 buildings considered, which 
included all campus buildings such as libraries, classrooms, etc.  The University of Akron was 
one of only two universities in Ohio, and the only university in Northeast Ohio, that placed a 
building on that list, which recognized structures that enhance student life and the college 
experience as a whole.  Truly, I believe that the Student Recreation and Wellness Center, as well 
as the campus experience that we offer, help to enhance student life and the overall college 
experience. 
 
Following that, LendEDU came out with their Top-30 College Recreation Centers Report.  Our 
Student Recreation and Wellness Center was ranked fourth of 30 recreation centers in the United 
States, one of three in Ohio and the leader in Northeast Ohio.  These rankings were based on 
Google reviews, available resources, intramural sports clubs, square footage and the like.  
Congratulations to John MacDonald, director of the Student Recreation and Wellness Center, his 
staff and everybody who participated in the creation of that center as well as its maintenance and 
use. 
 
The University was recently named in the top five nationally in the 2016 GameDay Recycling 
Challenge, finishing fifth of 47 universities competing.  We had a 90-percent recycle rate for 
waste collected during a football game.  Congratulations to Andrew Henry, manager of 
recycling, special services, parking and athletic maintenance, as well as his staff, for making that 
possible. 
 
Last weekend in Pittsburgh, our law students participated in the regional American Bar 
Association Student Client Counseling Competition against the law schools of George 
Washington University, Washington and Lee University, University of Pittsburgh, University of 
Louisville and Northern Kentucky University.  We took three teams to Pittsburgh.  Six teams in 
the competition advanced to the semifinals including all three of Akron’s teams, and two of the  
Akron teams advanced to the final rounds, finishing first and second.  Our first-place team 
consisting of Nicolette Drotos and David Wolfram will compete at the national championships at  
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the University of Oklahoma next month.  The coach, assuming that he can find time, will 
accompany the team.  (I had the opportunity and pleasure of working with those students in that 
role.) 
 
A team of three University of Akron students was among 300 teams selected, of 50,000 teams 
worldwide that applied, to compete for the Eighth Annual Hult Prize.  Under the direction of 
Dean Ransom, the Williams Honors College undergraduates, Ariana Cubela, Kelsey Jones and 
SaiPranay Vellala, will travel to Shanghai March 3 and 4 to compete in regional finals.  It truly is 
a tribute to them to have advanced to the top-300 teams, and we wish them the best in the 
competition.  This actually is the second year in a row that UA undergraduate students have 
advanced to the Hult Prize regional competitions. 
 
On the athletics field, I would like to pay tribute to all of our student-athletes who were honored 
last night at our basketball game for their performance in the classroom.  It truly was touching to 
have athletes from all of the sports crowding the entire court to be recognized for their academic 
excellence.  At The University of Akron we take pride, not only in our athletics, but in the 
performance of our athletes as they pursue undergraduate degrees, master’s degrees and beyond. 
 
In that same light, I would like to pay tribute to our men’s basketball team, who last night won 
their 30th game in a row at home.  There were a few people with shortness of breath with about 
eight minutes left, but the Zips did pull out the win.  That amazing 30-home-game winning 
streak is second only to the University of Oregon.  Also of note, it was Coach Dambrot’s 300th 
win, and with the wins this week, our men’s basketball team now has 12 straight seasons of 21 
wins or more.  We are very excited about that and we wish the team the best this weekend as 
they compete against Kent State.  That game will be featured on ESPNU, and it is the Crystal 
Clinic Wagon Wheel Challenge.  I just want to give a shout out to our creative folks in house.  If 
you have not seen the genesis of the Kent State/Akron rivalry videos yet, you need to check them 
out.  It was an idea that was generated internally, and it tells the valentine story of Zippy’s 
relationship with Kent State’s mascot and how that relationship fell apart and gave rise to the 
rivalry that we see today.  It is amazing how our story differs from our neighbor’s story at  
Kent State.  The videos have received a lot of play, not only on the internet but in the press.  The 
Akron Beacon Journal did a story yesterday as well so thank you for that coverage.  It is nice, in 
a world of seriousness, to have a little light fun. 
 
We also would like to recognize one of our alums, Jason Taylor, who was named to the 2017 Pro 
Football Hall of Fame class.  Jason Taylor is a former Zips defensive end who played here at The 
University of Akron from 1993 to 1996.  He played 13 years with the Miami Dolphins and one 
year each with the Washington Redskins and the New York Jets.  He was an NFL top pass rusher 
for 15 seasons, he was selected to the Pro Bowl six times, and he was a four-time first- or 
second-team All Pro.  He was named NFL Defensive Player of the Year in 2006 and the Walter 
Payton Man of the Year in 2007.  The NFL Hall of Fame enshrinement will be on August 5 in 
Canton.

Retire/Rehire Actions 
University Rule 3359-11-15 provides that current employees can retire from the 
University and request approval to return to work in their same position for a period of 
one year at a reduced salary of 80 percent.  There are two requests to implement a 
retire/rehire agreement as follows: 

1. Joseph Gregor, Assistant Vice President, Physical Facilities Operations Center 
would retire on June 30, 2017 and be rehired on July 4, 2017 for a one-year 
period at 80 percent of his current salary. 
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2. William Viau, Associate Vice President, Human Resources, CHRO & Appointing 
Authority would retire on June 30, 2017 and be rehired on July 4, 2017 for a one-
year period at 80 percent of his current salary.

Athletics 
There are three personnel actions in Athletics for one-time payments totaling $950 for 
camps and other activities in support of Athletics operations. 
 
Personnel Actions Subject to University Rule 3359-9-01 
University Rule 3359-9-01 provides that special conditions of employment not otherwise 
included in the routine personnel reports provided at Board meetings, such as financial 
or other commitments by the University in the amount of ten thousand dollars or more 
beyond the individual’s base salary and regular employee benefits, including but not 
limited to “start-up” funding for research, multi-year employment terms, provision for 
automobile, stipend, one-time payments, liquidated damages, deferred compensation, 
etc., must be made subject to Board approval.

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Tenure Track Reappointment, Tenure and Promotion 
A separate report lists all of the tenure track faculty who are recommended for 
reappointment, tenure and promotion for 2017-2018.  The 31 promotional increases 
totaling $324,160 are summarized as follows: 

• There are 13 Assistant Professors recommended for promotion to the rank of 
Associate Professor.  Article 16, section 4 of the AAUP collective bargaining 
agreement provides that each individual will receive either 10 percent of their 
current salary or $7,000, whichever is greater, for the promotion in rank. 

• There are 18 Associate Professors recommended for promotion to the rank of 
Professor.  Article 16, section 4 of the AAUP collective bargaining agreement 
provides that each individual will receive either 12 percent of their current salary 
or $10,000, whichever is greater, for the promotion in rank.

A separate report lists all of the non-tenure track faculty who are recommended for 
reappointment and promotion for 2017-2018.  The 12 promotional increases totaling 
$59,274are summarized as follows: 

• There are nine Assistant Professors of Instruction/Practice recommended for 
promotion to Associate Professor of Instruction/Practice.  Article 16, section 4 of 
the AAUP collective bargaining agreement provides that each individual will 
receive either 10 percent of their current salary or $3,000, whichever is greater, 
for the promotion in rank. 

• There are three Associate Professors of Instruction/Practice/Clinical Instruction 
recommended for promotion to Professor of Instruction/Practice/Clinical 
Instruction.  Article 16, section 4 of the AAUP collective bargaining agreement 
provides that each individual will receive either 12 percent of their current salary 
or $4,000, whichever is greater, for the promotion in rank. 

Stipend Requests 
The full-time personnel actions contain 133 personnel actions totaling $928,044 to 
renew existing stipends or establish new stipends for faculty to perform administrative 
responsibilities in managing colleges, departments and programs.  Assistant/Associate 
Deans and Department Chairs receive a stipend as part of their overall compensation 
package when they move from Faculty to Administrative Faculty status.  These 
individuals are expected to provide leadership for their college or department.  Faculty 
also serve in leadership positions to direct/coordinate specific programs within a College 
or Department.  Many of these individuals are responsible for program operation and 
accreditation, which are critical to the success of our programs.   
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30-Hour Load Stipend Reappointments for 2017-18 
Faculty whose principal appointment is in the College of Applied Science and 
Technology or Wayne College may elect a 30-credit contract.  The additional six credits 
of teaching load are compensated in accordance with the requirements of Article 16, 
section 7 of the AAUP collective bargaining agreement.  There are 26 personnel actions 
totaling $193,230 for 30-hour load stipends.  In addition, there is one personnel action 
for $8,820 for overload compensation.  Overload may be offered to bargaining unit 
faculty when a temporary need arises for additional teaching under Article 16 of the 
AAUP collective bargaining agreement.

Adjunct Appointment Appointment to a full-time or part-time position, normally without pay.  
Individuals in this category are affiliated with the University for a 
specific purpose usually involving academic research/teaching.  
Appointment provides the individual with access to University 
systems/services as determined by the department/college. 

Appointment New hire of an individual to an approved Faculty, Contract Professional 
or Staff position.  The appointment can be full-time or part-time, 
temporary or regular. 

Department/School Chair Faculty member appointed to provide leadership to an academic 
department or school within a college.  Department/School Chair 
appointments normally cover the entire academic year (12-month 
appointment).  A Faculty member’s salary will be converted from 9- 
month to 12-month status using an approved formula to reflect the 
additional time worked.  A stipend (currently calculated as 1/11th of the 
converted salary) is awarded for assuming the additional responsibilities 
of a Department/School Chair.  1/10th of the stipend is converted to 
base each year that the individual serves as a Department/School Chair. 

Discharge Involuntary termination of appointment.    

Job Audit/Reclassification Under University Rule 3359-25-10 the University may initiate audits and 
reviews of positions and classifications within the approved University 
Classified (3359-25-06) and Unclassified (3359-25-07) classification 
plans.  In addition, employees may submit a request to determine if 
their current position is appropriately classified.  The employee submits 
a Position Description Audit Questionnaire (PDAQ) to their immediate 
supervisor to initiate the job audit process.  The immediate supervisor 
and second level supervisor are required to review and approve the 
information submitted on the PDAQ.  Once the PDAQ is approved, it is 
submitted to the Classification Unit in Talent Development & Human 
Resources.  The Classification Unit will review the PDAQ and determine 
if the position is appropriately classified or not.  If the Classification Unit 
determines that the position is not classified correctly, it will provide a 
recommendation to change the classification.  The recommendation will 
be reviewed and approved by the employee’s management up to and 
including the appropriate Vice President.  The approved 
recommendation will then be submitted to the University’s Board of 
Trustees for approval. 
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Leave Without Compensation If an employee is unable to work due to a documented medical 
condition or for other approved reasons and they have exhausted all 
accrued sick leave, vacation leave and compensatory time that they are 
entitled to use, the employee may continue their approved absence 
from work without pay and will retain status as a University employee. 

Market Increase The Classification unit in Talent Development & Human Resources will, 
upon request from a dean or vice president, conduct a market 
evaluation of a position or positions to determine if the University is 
providing an appropriate level of compensation.  If it is determined that 
the current level of compensation is below the established market, a 
recommendation will be made to adjust the current level of 
compensation. 

Merit Increase Increase in pay granted for meeting established performance criteria. 

Non-Renewal Separation of employment of a Contract Professional employee without 
cause in accordance with the requirements established in University 
Rule 3359-22-01.  The University is required to provide notice in writing 
to the affected Contract Professional employee.  If the individual has 
two years or less service with the University, they will receive three 
months’ notice.  If the individual has more than two years of service, six 
months’ notice is required.  

Offline Salary Adjustment Increase in salary that occurs outside of annual salary review process.  
Recommendations for offline salary adjustments are submitted by the 
appropriate Vice President to Talent Development & Human Resources 
for review and approval.  Offline salary adjustments are normally 
recommended when specific market (internal or external) or equity 
(internal) issues exist with an individual’s salary.  Offline increases may 
also be recommended as a result of a reorganization involving a change 
in responsibilities. 

Probationary Removal Classified civil service employees are required to serve and successfully 
complete a probationary period following any initial appointment into a 
classified civil service position.  If an employee’s service is found to be 
unsatisfactory, the employee may be removed from the position at any 
time during the probationary period.  The length of the probationary 
period is 120 days for classified civil service employees/CWA bargaining- 
unit employees and one year for Police Officers in the FOP bargaining 
unit.  A probationary classified civil service employee duly removed for 
unsatisfactory service does not have the right to appeal the removal to 
the State Personnel Board of Review.  A probationary bargaining unit 
employee is not permitted to appeal the removal decision under the 
terms of the collective bargaining agreements. 
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Promotion The movement of an employee from one position to another budgeted 
position at a higher classification and pay range; or a higher salary 
where a pay range does not exist. The former position becomes vacant. 

Resignation A voluntary termination of employment. 

 Salary Basis Change A change in appointment status for an employee, 12-month to 9-month 
or vice-versa. 

Status Change A change in pay group, job family or job function. 

Stipend Contract Professional and non-bargaining unit staff employees may 
receive a temporary stipend for substantial increases in responsibility 
for activities outside of the normal scope of the employee’s assigned 
classification (University Rule 3359-11-12.1).  Full-time Faculty may 
receive a stipend for primarily administrative functions requiring 
substantial increases in responsibility and for activities not included in 
the ordinary load of teaching, research, and professional service for full-
time faculty (University Rule 3359-11-12). 

Supplemental Additional compensation provided for completion of assigned job 
responsibilities. 

Temporary Appointment An appointment for a limited period of time with a specific beginning 
and ending date. 

Tenure Change A change to the date for tenure eligibility for a full-time faculty member 
in a tenure-track position.   

Title Change An employee remains in their budgeted position, but the title changes 
and there may be an increase in salary. No vacancy is created by the 
move. 

Transfer Lateral move of an employee from one department to another 
department, where the employee stays in the same classification. 

Training/Apprenticeship The Collective Bargaining Agreement between the University and the 
Communication Workers of America contains language in Addendum A 
that authorizes the Office of Talent Development & Human Resources 
to develop and administer a Job Enrichment and Apprenticeship 
Program for CWA bargaining-unit employees.  Employees selected to 
participate in the program are given an opportunity to expand their 
knowledge and skills.  In return, these employees are provided with an 
increase in pay to reflect the expanded knowledge/skill set that they 
have developed.   All increases in pay are awarded in accordance with 
approved Wage Progression Schedule.

The following purchases for more than $500,000 are recommended for approval by the Board of 
Trustees at its meeting on April 19, 2017: 
 
1. Elevator Maintenance and Repair Service Program (Locally Funded):  The Department 

of Purchasing is proposing an award to Schindler Elevator Inc., the University’s incumbent 
since January 2002, for a five-year elevator maintenance and repair contract through April 
2022 with the possibility of five, single-year renewals.  The five-year contract is expected to 
approximate $2,664,000.   

 
A Request for Proposal was issued during December 2016, and four proposals were received: 
Kone Elevator, $3,247,564; Otis Elevator, $3,728,697; Thyssenkrupp Elevator, $3,530,284; 
and Schindler Elevator Inc. (noted above). 
 
Representatives from the Departments of Physical Facilities and Purchasing evaluated the 
proposals, with the low bid submitted by Schindler Elevator Inc. deemed to be the most 
responsible.  
  
An award to Schindler Elevator Inc. is recommended by the Departments of Physical 
Facilities and Purchasing.  It has been approved as to legal form and sufficiency by the 
Office of General Counsel.   
 
I recommend that an award be made to Schindler Elevator Inc. in the approximate amount of

An award to Speelman Electric, Inc. is recommended by the Office of Capital Planning and 
Facilities Management and the Department of Purchasing.  It has been approved as to legal 
form and sufficiency by the Office of General Counsel. 
 
I recommend that an award be made to Speelman Electric, Inc. in the amount of $1,689,000 
and request your approval and that of the Board of Trustees at its meeting on April 19, 2017.

At your request and in concert with the Office of General Counsel, I have developed the attached 
Board resolution that, if approved, would authorize you to negotiate and execute contracts 
related to electricity purchases in excess of $500,000.   

As further requested, this authority to execute contracts would not release the University from 
adhering to its normal competitive bidding protocols and processes.  Instead, the proposed Board 
resolution recognizes that timing is such that it may be fiscally advantageous to execute 
contract(s) before the Board of Trustees’ next regularly scheduled Board meeting on June 14, 
2017.  It requires that you seek approval of the President of the University and the Chair of the 
Board of Trustees prior to executing contracts and that you subsequently inform the full Board of 
the contracts executed. 
 
Specifically, the Board resolution, if approved, would permit you to: 

(1) Pursue a rate lock for the floated portion of the current contract for the duration of the 
contract (the existing contract expires October 2018); and, 
  

(2) Pursue a blend and extend with the incumbent vendor or permit the existing contract to 
naturally expire and contract with a vendor for a succeeding period of time.  In no case 
shall the blend and extend or stand-alone contract extend beyond an initial five-year term, 
with the option of single-year renewals for up to five additional years.

WHEREAS, The Department of Purchasing, in consultation with the University’s 
Department of Physical Facilities, the Vice President for Finance and Administration, and its 
contracted energy consultant, has reviewed pricing information related to electric energy services 
and has determined that the University could realize significant financial savings if it were to 
procure electric energy services through a competitive selection process and/or electric energy 
aggregation programs; and, 

 
WHEREAS, University Rule 3359-3-01(F)(2)(h) requires the purchase of goods or 

services in excess of five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000) to be submitted to the Board of 
Trustees for prior approval; and, 

 
WHEREAS, The Department of Purchasing has confirmed that any new contract(s) for 

electric energy services, based on historic University usage, will be in excess of this amount; 
and,  

 
WHEREAS, The Department of Purchasing has further determined from pricing 

information that it has reviewed that electric energy providers only will hold pricing quotes for a 
very short time period, typically less than one week, and that such limited time may limit the 
University’s ability to obtain prior approval of specific electric energy pricing by the Board of 
Trustees; and, 

 
WHEREAS, The University wishes to realize the potential cost savings for electric 

energy through the use of a competitive selection process and/or electric energy aggregation 
programs; Now, Therefore,  

 
BE IT RESOLVED, That notwithstanding the requirements of University Rule  

3359-3-01(F)(2)(h), the Vice President for Finance and Administration, with the approval of the 
President and the Chair of the Board of Trustees, is authorized to act as necessary to procure 
future electric energy services through: a) a competitive selection process that results in electric 
energy pricing whose annual cost does not exceed the current annual cost for electric energy 
services; and/or b) participation in an aggregate procurement program for electric energy  
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services that results in electric energy pricing whose annual cost does not exceed the current 
annual cost for electric energy services, subject to review and approval by the Office of General 
Counsel; and, 

 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Vice President for Finance and Administration 

will report back to the Board at a future meeting regarding the final University decision for the 
procurement of electric energy services.

As requested, please find attached the proposed fall 2017 board rate increase submitted by 
Aramark Corporation, our dining services provider.  The board rate cost has been increased by 
approximately five percent. The contract stipulates, “If Supplier sustains increases in its costs, 
including but not limited to increases in its product or labor, Supplier, with written 
notification and documentation may increase its prices to recover such increased costs.”   I 
have met with Aramark on multiple occasions and have found its proposed increases in board 
rates to be acceptable. 
 
The accompanying Attachment A details the proposed rates by plan options for each semester.  
Specifically, you’ll note that: 
 

• The Gold Plan would increase by $102, to $2,135; 
• The Blue Plan would increase by $93, to $1,925, while adding 10 block swipes; and 
• The White Plan would increase by $85, to $1,850, while adding 10 block swipes. 

 
I have also reviewed the University’s board rates with neighboring universities and believe that 
The University of Akron’s board rates are competitive with those other universities. 
 
Should you concur, I request submission of this proposal to the Board of Trustees for approval at 
its meeting on April 19, 2017.

Attached is an updated bond refunding resolution developed with the University’s bond 
counsel for your consideration.  The resolution is similar to past refunding resolutions but 
contemplates the ability to add other types of University obligations while extending the 
former resolution by one year to December 31, 2020.  
 
The main substantive changes are to authorize the refunding of the Ohio Air Quality 
Development Bonds and any other long-term University debt including the University of 
Akron Foundation’s line of credit that assembled properties on behalf of the University 
with general receipts bonds of the University.  Any new refunding will be issued in 
accord with the attached resolution.  
 
Summary of the Resolution 
 
During the past five years, the Board of Trustees has adopted multiple resolutions 
authorizing the refunding of outstanding bonds secured by the general receipts of the 
University (“refunding resolutions”).  The purpose of the refunding resolutions was to 
enable the University, through its administration, to act quickly to take advantage of 
prevailing interest rates at the time of the bond refinancing, as opposed to waiting until 
the next regularly scheduled Board of Trustees meeting to obtain approval to issue 
refunding bonds.  Refunding resolutions typically have provided authorization for the 
time period in which the bonds may be issued, usually 2-3 years.  Typically, when this 
time period expires, the Board has adopted a similar resolution granting the authority to 
issue bonds for another 2-3 years.  Over the past few years while interest rates have been 
historically low, the University has saved significant amounts of money on a net present 
value basis by refinancing outstanding bonds through these resolutions.   
 
The attached resolution expands the scope of the most current refunding resolution by 
including the refunding of two series of bonds issued by the Ohio Air Quality 
Development Authority (“OAQDA”) in 2013 for the benefit of the University and any 
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other long-term debt of the University including the University of Akron Foundation’s 
line of credit that assembled properties on behalf of the University.  The outstanding 
obligation related to the assembled properties approximates $4.8 million. 
 
The OAQDA bonds were issued to finance the University’s energy efficiency and 
conservation project that was undertaken in connection with the performance contract 
with Johnson Controls and took advantage of an American Recovery and Reinvestment 
Act tax provision that provided the University with a subsidy payment from the U.S. 
Treasury, which effectively reduced the University’s borrowing costs.  The OAQDA 
bonds have a $15 million bullet maturity in 2029  
  
Similar to previous resolutions, no bonds may be issued under the resolution until the 
President of the University and the Chair of the Board’s Finance & Administration 
Committee approve the terms of the refunding bonds.  
 
Should you concur, I request the attached resolution be presented to the Board of 
Trustees for approval at its April 19, 2017 meeting.

Authorizing the issuance and sale, from time to time, of The University of Akron General 
Receipts Refunding Bonds, for the purposes of refunding all or a portion of the 
University’s Outstanding Debt  

 WHEREAS, Pursuant to its Indenture, the University has issued its Outstanding General 
Receipts Obligations; and 

 WHEREAS, Pursuant to the Authority Indenture, the Authority issued its Authority 
Bonds for the purpose of financing the construction of certain facilities leased by the Authority 
to the University, which Authority Bonds are payable solely from rental payments by the 
University under the Facilities Lease; and  

WHEREAS, The University has additional outstanding debt, including the OAQDA 
Bonds, capital leases, and other long-term obligations issued to pay for capital improvements; 
and 

 WHEREAS, At any time and from time to time, it may be in the University’s best interest 
to refund or refinance the Outstanding Debt to (a) generate savings for the University on a net 
present value basis, or (b) achieve any other goal that is otherwise in the best interests of the 
University and is in compliance with the University’s debt management policy; and  

 WHEREAS, This Board has previously approved the pledge of General Receipts to the 
payment of bonds issued to finance and refinance projects and real property acquisitions initially 
financed by the University’s Outstanding General Receipts Obligations; Now, Therefore,  

 BE IT RESOLVED By the Board of Trustees of The University of Akron, that:  

Section 1. Findings and Determinations.  This Board makes the following findings 
and determinations:  

(a) It is necessary, from time to time, to issue bonds of the University for the purpose 
of refunding all or any portion of (i) the University’s Outstanding General 
Receipts Obligations, (ii) the outstanding Authority Bonds and prepaying the 
payment obligations of the University pursuant to the Facilities Lease related to 
such Authority Bonds, (iii) the outstanding OAQDA Bonds and making loan 
payments to the OAQDA in accordance with the OAQDA Loan Agreement to 
cause the refunding of the OAQDA Bonds, and (iv) any other Outstanding Debt.  

 
(b) Those refunding bonds may be issued in one or more series and at any time, and 

from time to time, on or before December 31, 2020.  
 
(c) All formal actions of this Board relating to the enactment of this Resolution were 

taken in an open meeting of this Board.  All deliberations of this Board and of any 
of its committees that resulted in those formal actions were in meetings open to 
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the public in compliance with all legal requirements, including Section 121.22, 
Revised Code.  

 
(d) Before entering into a written Purchase Agreement in connection with the sale of 

any Refunding Bonds, the President of the University and the Chair of the 
Board’s Finance & Administration Committee must approve the determinations 
and approvals of the Chief Financial Officer authorized by this Resolution, 
including without limitation, those in Sections 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 and 7.   The approval 
of the President and the Chair of the Board’s Finance & Administration 
Committee may be approved in writing or by facsimile, email, or other similar 
means of communication, including a telephonic communication confirmed in 
writing.   

 
(e) Terms that are capitalized in this Resolution and not otherwise defined are used 

with the meanings given to them in Section 10 or, if not there, in the Indenture.  
 

Section 2. Purpose and Terms.  
 

(a) Purpose and Authorization.  The Refunding Bonds will be issued for the purpose 
of refunding any Outstanding Debt if the Chief Financial Officer determines that 
there will be cost savings for the University as a result of the refunding at least 
equal to the Minimum Savings Threshold, or determines that the refinancing is 
otherwise in the best interests of the University and is in compliance with the 
University’s debt management policy.  The proceeds of any Refunding Bonds 
may also be used to pay expenses and costs relating to the issuance of the 
Refunding Bonds, and any other items included in the definition “costs of 
facilities” in Section 3345.12, Revised Code, including, without limitation, 
principal and interest on any Interim Financing, the termination payment on any 
related interest rate swap or other derivative, and any other items authorized by 
Section 3345.12(K)(2), Revised Code.  This Board authorizes and directs the 
Chief Financial Officer to determine any or all of the following and to take the 
following actions with respect to each issue or series of Refunding Bonds:   
 
(1) The amount of savings or other benefit to the University resulting from 

each issue or series of Refunding Bonds.  
 

(2) Which maturities or portions of maturities of the Outstanding Debt will be 
refunded.  This Board authorizes and directs the Chief Financial Officer to 
call the refunded Outstanding Debt of those maturities for redemption, and 
to cause the Authority and the OAQDA, as the case may be, to call the 
applicable refunded Authority Bonds and OAQDA Bonds of those 
maturities for redemption.  The actions under this Section 2(a)(2) are 
intended to be actions of the University and this Board sufficient for all 
purposes of the Indenture, the Facilities Lease, and the OAQDA Loan 
Agreement.  
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(3) The amounts of refunding costs authorized by Section 3345.12(K)(2), 
Revised Code, to be paid from the proceeds of the Refunding Bonds.  
 

(4) Whether the Refunding Bonds should be issued in one or more series, and 
the appropriate changes to the series designations of those series, if 
necessary or advisable.  
 

(5) Whether bond anticipation notes, in anticipation of the issuance of the 
Refunding Bonds, should be issued, or other Interim Financing obtained.  
The Interim Financing may be in the form of publicly sold or privately 
placed securities, a loan from a financial institution, a security sold to a 
University fund, an interfund transfer of University money, or another 
form as determined by the Chief Financial Officer under Section 2(c).  

 
(6) Designate the Financial Advisor, if other than Public Financial 

Management, Inc., with respect each issue or series of Refunding Bonds. 

(b) Refunding Bond Terms.  The Refunding Bonds may be issued in any principal 
amount determined by the Chief Financial Officer.  The Refunding Bonds will 
bear interest at the rates approved by the Chief Financial Officer.  Refunding 
Bonds of the same maturity need not bear the same interest rate.  The Refunding 
Bonds may bear interest at a fixed interest rate, a variable rate based upon an 
index, a market-determined floating rate, an auction rate, or any other variable 
structure.  The maximum interest rate in a variable rate structure may not exceed 
15% per annum and the maximum interest rate in a fixed rate structure may not 
exceed 8% per annum.  For purposes of determining the Minimum Savings 
Threshold for an issue or series of variable rate Refunding Bonds, the Chief 
Financial Officer may use any reasonable measure to establish an estimated rate 
for the Refunding Bonds.  Subject to those limits, this Board authorizes the Chief 
Financial Officer to determine the following terms and provisions of each issue or 
series of Refunding Bonds:  

(1) the principal amount of the Refunding Bonds;  

(2) the interest rates to be borne by the Refunding Bonds; 

(3) the date of the Refunding Bonds;  

(4) the interest payment dates for the Refunding Bonds;  

(5) the maturity amounts and dates of maturities of the Refunding Bonds, 
including any mandatory sinking fund redemption dates and amounts; and  

(6)  the optional redemption provisions, if any, for the Refunding Bonds, 
including any period during which the Refunding Bonds will not be 
subject to optional redemption and any premium due upon optional 
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redemption, which may not exceed 10% in any year in which the 
Refunding Bonds are subject to optional redemption.  

The Chief Financial Officer must deliver a Certificate of Award setting forth the 
terms of any Refunding Bonds determined under this Section 2(b). The Refunding 
Bonds may have such other terms as are provided in the Indenture and approved 
by the Chief Financial Officer with the advice of General Counsel to the 
University, Bond Counsel, and the Financial Advisor.  

(c) Interim Financing Terms.  The Interim Financing may be obtained in amounts 
determined by the Chief Financial Officer.  The Interim Financing will bear 
interest or interest equivalent at the rates approved by the Chief Financial Officer, 
but the true interest cost on the Interim Financing may not exceed 6.5% per 
annum, if a fixed rate, and the maximum interest rate may not exceed 15%, if a 
variable rate.  The Interim Financing need not meet the Minimum Savings 
Threshold if the Chief Financial Officer determines that it is otherwise in the 
University’s best interest and is in compliance with the University’s debt 
management policy.  The Interim Financing may bear interest or interest 
equivalent at a fixed interest rate, a variable rate based upon an index, a 
market-determined floating rate, an auction rate, or any other variable structure.  
Subject to those limits, the Board authorizes the Chief Financial Officer to 
determine the following terms and provisions of each issuance or incurrence of 
the Interim Financing:  

(1) the amount of the Interim Financing; 

(2) the interest rates to be borne by the Interim Financing; 

(3) the date of the Interim Financing;  

(4) the principal and interest payment dates of the Interim Financing;  

(5) the maturity dates of the Interim Financing;  

(6) the form of the Interim Financing, whether a publicly sold or privately 
placed security, a loan from a financial institution, a sale of a security to a 
University Fund, an interfund transfer of University money, or another 
form;  

(7) if the Interim Financing is an interfund transfer, whether that transfer 
should bear interest, and the rate of that interest; and  

(8) whether the Interim Financing should be secured and, if so, the nature of 
that security.  
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Section 3. Security and Source of Payments. 

(a) Refunding Bonds General Receipts Pledge.  The Refunding Bonds will be 
payable from the General Receipts of the University and will be secured by a 
pledge of and lien on those General Receipts and by the covenants made in this 
Section 3.  The pledge of and lien on the General Receipts will be on a parity with 
the pledge of and lien on the General Receipts securing all Parity Obligations and 
will be prior to all other expenses, claims, or payments to be made from the 
General Receipts.  The Refunding Bonds also will be secured by a pledge of and a 
lien on the Special Funds.  The pledge of and lien on the General Receipts and 
Special Funds is created in the Indenture.  
 

(b) Interim Financing Security and Source of Payments.  The Interim Financing 
will be payable from the General Receipts of the University. This Board 
authorizes the pledge of General Receipts to secure the Interim Financing if the 
Chief Financial Officer determines that pledge to be necessary or useful.  This 
Board further authorizes the pledge of Available Securities to secure the Interim 
Financing if the Chief Financial Officer determines that pledge to be necessary or 
useful.  

 
(c) Security for Other Obligations.  This Board further authorizes the pledge of 

General Receipts, either on a parity basis with Parity Obligations or on a 
subordinate basis to Parity Obligations, and a pledge of Available Securities to 
secure the University’s obligations under investment agreements, derivative 
agreements, bond insurance, and other credit enhancement and liquidity 
instruments, as provided in Section 7, if the Chief Financial Officer determines 
that pledge to be necessary or useful.  

 
(d) University Security Covenants.  This Board covenants, and confirms its covenant 

in the Indenture, that in each fiscal year it will make, fix, adjust, collect, and apply 
such charges, rates, fees, rentals, and other items included in General Receipts, to 
the extent permitted by law so that Available Receipts will be sufficient to pay the 
operation and maintenance expenses of the University and to pay principal, 
interest, and any premium requirements on the Outstanding Debt, any reserve 
requirements for the Outstanding Debt, and any other requirements provided for 
in the Bond Proceedings.  

 
This Board further covenants to include in its budget for each fiscal year the 
amounts from the several sources of General Receipts to be applied to make the 
payments to the Debt Service Fund, payments on any Interim Financing, and 
payments under investment agreements, derivative agreements, bond insurance 
policies, and other credit enhancement and liquidity instruments, so that the 
amounts from those sources, in the aggregate, will at all times be sufficient in 
amount and time of collection to meet those payments.  
 

(e) Authorization of Officers.  The Board authorizes and directs the President and the 
Chief Financial Officer to seek the approval of the Board of Regents to the pledge 
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of General Receipts to the repayment of principal, interest, and any premium on 
any Refunding Bonds, if the President and the Chief Financial Officer determine 
that such approval is required.    
 

(f) Limited Obligation.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, the holders and owners of 
any Refunding Bonds, any Interim Financing, or any related agreement, shall not 
be given the right and shall have no right to have excises or taxes levied by the 
General Assembly of Ohio for the payment of principal, interest, and any 
premium on any Refunding Bonds, and each Refunding Bond shall bear on its 
face a statement to that effect and to the effect that the right to such payment is 
limited to the General Receipts and the Special Funds pledged to that purpose 
under the Bond Proceedings.  
 

Section 4. Sale. Each issue or series of Refunding Bonds will be sold at private sale 
at a purchase price determined by the Chief Financial Officer in the Certificate of Award.  The 
Chief Financial Officer may sell any Refunding Bonds to an investment banker, acting as 
underwriter, or to a financial institution or other entity or person, in a private placement.  The 
Chief Financial Officer may enter into a Purchase Agreement with the Original Purchaser in 
that private sale, or may sell Refunding Bonds without a Purchase Agreement.  This Board 
authorizes the Chief Financial Officer to sell Refunding Bonds at such times, on such terms, and 
at such prices as he shall determine are in the best interest of the University.  Any Interim 
Financing shall be obtained from or sold to such entities as determined by the Chief Financial 
Officer, on such terms and at such prices as he shall determine are in the best interest of the 
University.  

 
Section 5. Federal Tax Matters.  
 
(a) If any Refunding Bonds are to be issued on a tax-exempt basis, or if any Interim 

Financing is to be tax-exempt, the University covenants that it will take or cause 
to be taken those actions required for the interest on those tax-exempt Refunding 
Bonds and that tax-exempt Interim Financing to maintain its Federal Tax Status.  
The University covenants that it will not take or permit to be taken any action that 
would adversely affect the Federal Tax Status. In accordance with these 
covenants, the Board authorizes and directs the Chief Financial Officer or any 
other officer having responsibility for issuing any Refunding Bonds or obtaining 
the Interim Financing, to do the following:  
 
(1) Sign and deliver a certificate of the University, for inclusion in the 

transcript of proceedings for those tax-exempt Refunding Bonds or that 
tax-exempt Interim Financing, setting forth the reasonable expectations of 
the University regarding the amount and use of the proceeds of those 
tax-exempt Refunding Bonds or the tax-exempt Interim Financing and of 
the projects and real property acquisitions financed and refinanced with 
those tax-exempt series of Refunding Bonds or that tax-exempt Interim 
Financing.    
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(2) Limit the yield on any “investment property” (as defined in Code Section 
148(b)(2)) acquired with the proceeds of those tax-exempt Refunding 
Bonds or that tax-exempt Interim Financing.  

 
(3) Maintain such books and records and make such calculations and reports 

as are required to comply with the arbitrage rebate requirements of the 
Code.  

 
(4) Retain accountants or other consultants to assist in the calculation of any 

rebate amounts required to be paid, if retaining such accountants or 
consultants is necessary in the judgment of the Chief Financial Officer.  
The fees of those accountants or consultants may be paid from the 
proceeds of those tax-exempt Refunding Bonds or that tax-exempt Interim 
Financing, or from other sources lawfully available and appropriated for 
that purpose.  

 
(5) Sign and file Form 8038-G with the Internal Revenue Service and any 

other federal tax form required by the Internal Revenue Service.  
 

(6) Sign and file an identification for any hedge entered into in connection 
with those tax-exempt Refunding Bonds or that tax-exempt Interim 
Financing and any other documents and certificates in connection with 
such hedge.  

(b) This Board authorizes and directs the Chief Financial Officer to take any action 
with respect to Outstanding Debt to maintain the Federal Tax Status of those 
Outstanding Debt, including, without limitation, taking remedial actions under the 
applicable Treasury Regulations to correct any violation of the private business 
test or private loan financing test.  

Section 6. Original Purchaser.   
 
(a) Selection of Original Purchaser.  This Board authorizes and directs the Chief 

Financial Officer to (i) issue, at any time and from time to time, requests for 
proposals, requests for qualifications, or requests for bids or similar requests to 
investment banks, financial institutions or other persons or entities in connection 
with the issuance and sale of the Refunding Bonds, and (ii) select one or more 
investment banks, financial institutions or other persons or entities as an Original 
Purchaser of the Refunding Bonds, whether as an underwriter as part of a selling 
group or acting alone, a placement agent in a private placement of the Refunding 
Bonds, or as a purchaser in a private placement of the Refunding Bonds.   

 
(b) Sale to Original Purchaser.  This Board authorizes and directs the Chief 

Financial Officer to sell each issue or series of Refunding Bonds in accordance 
with Section 4 and Section 6(a).  If the sale is to an investment banker, acting as 
an underwriter, the Original Purchaser will be compensated for its services in 
accordance with the Purchase Agreement.  If the sale is a private placement 
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involving a placement agent, the placement agent will be paid for its services in 
accordance with any agreement entered into between that placement agent and the 
University for those services.  

 
Section 7. Authorization of University Officers.  This Board authorizes and directs 

the Chief Financial Officer or, in his absence, the University’s Treasurer, to do any or all of the 
following if, in his judgment, with the advice of the Original Purchaser, Bond Counsel, General 
Counsel, and the Financial Advisor, they are necessary, appropriate, or useful and in the best 
interests of the University:  

 
(a) Prepare, or cause to be prepared, and negotiate the terms of any or all of the 

following in connection with each issue or series of Refunding Bonds:  
 
(1) a Refunding Supplemental Indenture;  

 
(2) a Tax Regulatory Agreement;  

 
(3) a Purchase Agreement;  

 
(4) a Continuing Disclosure Agreement;  

 
(5) one or more escrow agreements to provide for the discharge of any 

refunded bonds;  
 

(6) a continuing covenant agreement or similar agreement if the sale of the 
Refunding Bonds is to an Original Purchaser in a private placement; 

 
(7) such other documents, agreements, instruments, and certificates, including 

the form of Refunding Bonds, required in connection with each issue or 
series of Refunding Bonds; and 

 
(8) such documents, agreements, instruments, and certificates as are required 

in connection with any Interim Financing.  
 

(b) Apply for a rating on any issue or series of Refunding Bonds from one or more 
nationally recognized statistical rating organizations.  

(c) Prepare or cause to be prepared on behalf of the University a preliminary and final 
official statement or similar disclosure document (together, the “Official 
Statement”) and any necessary supplements, and  

(1) use and distribute or authorize the use and distribution of the Official 
Statement and any supplements in connection with the original issuance of 
any issue or series of Refunding Bonds or any Interim Financing;  

(2) sign, on behalf of the University, the Official Statement and any 
supplements;  
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(3) advise the Original Purchaser in writing regarding limitations on the use of 
the Official Statement and any supplements for purposes of marketing or 
reoffering any issue or series of Refunding Bonds or any Interim 
Financing;  

(4) sign and deliver, on behalf of the University, certificates in connection 
with the accuracy of the Official Statement and any supplements;   

(5) determine when the Official Statement is to be deemed “final” for 
purposes of Securities and Exchange Commission Rule 15c2-12 and 
certify as to that status; and  

(6) contract with the Original Purchaser to provide such numbers of the 
Official Statement as necessary to enable the Original Purchaser to comply 
with the requirements of Securities and Exchange Commission Rule 
15c2-12.  

(d) Take actions to comply with the University’s obligations under any Continuing 
Disclosure Agreement, including preparing and filing annual information, annual 
financial statements, and event notices.  The costs of that compliance may be paid 
from the proceeds of any Refunding Bonds or any Interim Financing, or from the 
General Receipts.  

(e) Enter into investment agreements to provide for investment of bond proceeds in 
any escrow funds.  

(f) Enter into, amend, modify or terminate derivative agreements, including interest 
rate swaps; forward swaps; interest rate caps, collars, and floors; and similar 
hedging instruments; and pay the costs of the termination of any such derivative 
agreements from the proceeds of the sale of any Refunding Bonds.  

(g)  Register the University with the United States Commodities Futures Trading 
Commission as required by the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and Consumer 
Protection Act for entering into, modifying, or terminating any derivative 
agreements, and to pay any costs in connection with the University’s registration, 
and to adopt a Dodd-Frank protocol to facilitate compliance with Dodd-Frank in 
connection with any derivative transaction or any other agreement covered by 
Dodd-Frank. 

(h) Apply for a policy or policies insuring the obligation to make payments of 
principal and interest on all or a portion of any Refunding Bonds, and any 
investment agreement or derivative agreement, from one or more bond insurance 
companies, accept a commitment for such policy of insurance, and provide each 
such bond insurance company with information about the University.  

(i) Obtain other credit enhancement or liquidity facilities for or in connection with 
any Refunding Bonds, any Interim Financing, any investment agreements, and 
any derivatives, including, without limitation, letters of credit, lines of credit, 
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standby bond purchase agreement, surety bonds, and similar credit enhancement 
and liquidity instruments.  

(j) Provide for pledging General Receipts, either on a parity basis with Parity 
Obligations or on a subordinate basis to Parity Obligations, and pledging 
Available Securities, to secure the University’s obligations under any Interim 
Financing, investment agreements, derivative agreements, bond insurance, and 
other credit enhancement or liquidity instruments.  

(k) Sign and deliver, on behalf of the University, any Refunding Bonds, any 
Refunding Supplemental Indenture, any Purchase Agreement, any Tax Regulatory 
Agreement, any Continuing Disclosure Agreement, documents in connection with 
any Interim Financing, bond insurance, investment agreements, derivative 
agreements, and other credit enhancement or liquidity instruments, and such 
documents, instruments, agreements and certificates as required by those 
documents.  

(l) Do all other acts (including signing and delivering documents, instruments, and 
certificates and retaining the services of attorneys, accountants, printers, auction 
agents, remarketing agents, broker-dealers, registrars, paying agents, 
authenticating agents, escrow agents, verification agents, and consultants) 
necessary or appropriate to consummate the bond transaction or any Interim 
Financing, that are not inconsistent with this Resolution.  

(m) In connection with the Refunding Bonds, any Interim Financing or any 
Outstanding Debt, or any Authority Bonds, whether or not those Outstanding 
Debt or Authority Bonds are to be refunded, take any of the following actions 
that, in the judgment of the Chief Financial Officer, with the advice of Bond 
Counsel, General Counsel, and the Financial Advisor, are necessary or useful and 
in the best interest of the University, including, without limitation:  

(1) removing any existing service providers (such as investment bankers, 
financial advisors, bond trustees, remarketing agents, paying agents, and 
authenticating agents);  

(2) appointing successors to those service providers or appointing or engaging 
additional service providers;  

(3) making tender offers for and purchasing any of the Outstanding Debt or 
outstanding Authority Bonds or securities issued and outstanding in 
connection with those Outstanding Debt or outstanding Authority Bonds;  

(4)  terminating, modifying or amending any existing hedge and paying any 
termination payments due in connection with that termination;  

(5) calling for early redemption any Outstanding Debt, or causing the 
Authority or the OAQDA, as the case may be, to call for early redemption 
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any Authority Bonds or the OAQDA Bonds, being refinanced or refunded 
with any Refunding Bonds or any Interim Financing;  

(6) changing modes in any multi-mode issue of Outstanding Debt; and  

(7) seeking and obtaining any amendment or supplement to the documents for 
any Outstanding Debt or the Authority Bonds or the Facilities Lease.  

Section 8. Authorized University Representatives.  This Board authorizes and 
directs the President of the University to designate an Authorized University Representative and 
one or more alternates under the Indenture.  The Authorized University Representative or 
alternates must take all action required of the University under the Bond Proceedings that is not 
otherwise specifically delegated under this Resolution. The Authorized University 
Representative may be changed and additional alternates may be added by action of the President 
or this Board.  The alternates may act in the absence or at the direction of the Authorized 
University Representative.  

Section 9.    Prior General Receipts Refunding Resolution.  On April 16, 2016 this 
Board adopted Resolution 4-5-16, which authorized the issuance of bonds to refund Outstanding 
General Receipts Obligations and the Authority Bonds.  Resolution 4-5-16 remains in full force 
and effect with respect to any Refunding Bonds issued pursuant to that resolution, including the 
University’s General Receipts Bonds, Series 2016A, but no additional Refunding Bonds may be 
issued under Resolution 4-5-16.  Any Refunding Bonds issued after the date of this Resolution 
must be issued under this Resolution.  

Section 10. Definitions.  In addition to terms elsewhere defined in this Resolution or 
in the Indenture, the following terms are defined terms:  

“Authority” means Summit County Port Authority, now known as Development Finance 
Authority of Summit County. 

“Authority Bonds” means the Lease Revenue Bonds, Series 2011 (The University of 
Akron Student Housing Project) of the Authority issued pursuant to the Authority Indenture. 

“Authority Indenture” means the Trust Indenture between the Authority and the 
Authority Trustee, dated as of May 1, 2011. 

“Authority Trustee” means U.S. Bank National Association, and its successors and 
assigns as trustee under the Authority Indenture. 

“Authorized University Representative” means a person at the time designated to act on 
behalf of the University by a written certificate furnished to the Trustee, containing the specimen 
signature of that person and signed on behalf of the University by the President.  The certificate 
may designate an alternate or alternates.  

“Available Receipts” means, for a particular fiscal year, the General Receipts received in 
that fiscal year, plus unencumbered cash from General Receipts received in previous fiscal years 
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and held as part of the fund balance of the University as of the end of the immediately preceding 
fiscal year.  

“Available Securities” means securities owned by the University, to the extent those 
securities were acquired either (a) with General Receipts, or (b) with money other than items 
specifically excluded from General Receipts by clauses (a) through (d) of the definition of 
General Receipts.  

“Bond Counsel” means special counsel appointed by the Attorney General, or such other 
nationally recognized bond counsel firm appointed as special counsel by the Attorney General.  

“Bond Proceedings” means with respect to any issue or series of Refunding Bonds, this 
Resolution, the Certificate of Award, the Indenture, the Tax Regulatory Agreement, the 
Continuing Disclosure Agreement, the Purchase Agreement, any continuing covenants 
agreement, the Refunding Bonds certificates, the other agreements and credit enhancement and 
liquidity facilities authorizing, awarding, or providing for the terms, conditions, security, or 
liquidity of the Refunding Bonds and amendments and supplements to those documents, and 
such other documents, instruments, or certificates as authorized in accordance with Section 7(a) 
of this Resolution.  

“Certificate of Award” means a certificate of the Chief Financial Officer described in 
Section 2, determining certain terms of each issue or series of Refunding Bonds.  

“Chief Financial Officer” means the University’s Vice President for Finance and 
Administration/CFO or, in the event that such officer is absent or unavailable, the University’s 
Associate Chief Financial Officer and Interim VP for Research.  

“Code” means the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.  

“Continuing Disclosure Agreement” means one or more Continuing Disclosure 
Agreements between the University and the Trustee, under which the University agrees to 
provide information on an annual basis, and notices of material events as they occur, to the 
Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board, for the benefit of the holders of any Refunding Bonds 
or any Interim Financing expressly made subject to those Continuing Disclosure Agreements.  

“Debt Service Fund” means any Debt Service Fund for the payment of principal, interest, 
and premium on any Refunding Bonds created under the Indenture, as supplemented by any 
Refunding Supplemental Indenture.  

“Facilities Lease” means the Facilities Lease Agreement between the Authority, as lessor, 
and the University, as lessee, dated as of May 1, 2011, pursuant to which the University is 
obligated to pay rent in such amounts sufficient to pay when due the principal, premium, if any, 
and interest on the Authority Bonds.   

“Federal Tax Status” means the status of the interest on the obligations as excludable 
from gross income for federal income tax purposes and not treated as an item of tax preference 
for purposes of the alternative minimum tax.  
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“Financial Advisor” means Public Financial Management, Inc., the University’s financial 
advisory firm, or any other registered municipal advisor designated by the Chief Financial 
Officer as the University’s financial advisory firm.  

“General Receipts” means all money received by the University, except (a) moneys 
raised by taxation; (b) state appropriations; (c) any special fee, and receipts from that special fee, 
charged under Section 154.21(D), Revised Code; and (d) any grant, gift, donation or pledge that 
is restricted by the donor to purposes inconsistent with the payment of principal, interest, and any 
premium on any Refunding Bonds or any Interim Financing.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, 
moneys raised by taxation will be included in General Receipts, if those taxes are specifically 
allocated to secure University obligations by the General Assembly of Ohio.  Without limiting 
the foregoing, “General Receipts” includes the following (i) income, revenues, and receipts from 
the operation, ownership, or control of facilities owned and operated by the University; (ii) 
grants, gifts, donations, and pledges and receipts from those grants, gifts, donations, and pledges; 
and (iii) receipts from fees and charges.  

“Indenture” means the Trust Indenture dated as of June 1, 1997 between the University 
and the Trustee, as supplemented by several supplemental indentures, upon its signing and 
delivery, any Refunding Supplemental Indenture.  

“Interim Financing” means a short-term (less than one year) borrowing for all or any 
portion of a refunding or refinancing of Outstanding Debt or Authority Bonds, that is to be 
retired with the proceeds of any Refunding Bonds.  

“Minimum Savings Threshold” means 3% of debt service on the refunded obligations, 
determined on a net present value basis.  

“OAQDA” means the Ohio Air Quality Development Authority. 

“OAQDA Bonds” means the (a) $44,571,171 State of Ohio Air Quality Development 
Authority Tax Exempt Revenue Bond (The University of Akron Campus-Wide Energy 
Efficiency and Conservation Project), 2013 Series A, and (b) $15,000,000 State of Ohio Air 
Quality Development Authority Tax Credit Revenue Bond (The University of Akron 
Campus-Wide Energy Efficiency and Conservation Project), 2013 Series B (Qualified Energy 
Conservation Bonds—Direct Payment). 

“OAQDA Loan Agreement” means the Loan Agreement between the OAQDA and the 
University dated as of September 30, 2013, entered into in connection with the issuance of the 
OAQDA Bonds.  

“Original Purchaser” means the entity or entities selected by the Chief Financial Officer 
under Section 6 as the purchaser of any Refunding Bonds.  

“Outstanding Debt” means (a) Outstanding General Receipts Obligations, (b) the 
OAQDA Bonds, (c) the Authority Bonds, and (d) any other debt, capital leases, or other 
long-term obligations of the University. 
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“Outstanding General Receipts Obligations” means any Obligations, as defined in the 
Indenture, issued by the University under its Indenture that are secured by a pledge of the 
General Receipts.  

“Parity Obligations” as defined in the Indenture, means Obligations of the University 
secured by General Receipts on a parity basis with all senior University Obligations under the 
Indenture, and any Refunding Bonds.  

“Purchase Agreement” means any Bond Purchase Agreement, Bond Owner Agreement, 
or similar agreement such as a remarketing agreement, between the University and the Original 
Purchaser, providing for the sale of any Refunding Bonds.  

“Refunding Bonds” means one or more series of bonds authorized in Section 2, which are 
issued at any time, and from time to time, after the adoption of this Resolution and on or before 
December 31, 2020.  

“Refunding Supplemental Indenture” means any Supplemental Trust Indenture between 
the University and the Trustee executed and delivered in connection with the issuance of any 
Refunding Bonds.  

“Special Funds” means the Special Funds, as defined in the Indenture, and includes, 
without limitation, the Debt Service Fund and the Project Funds.  

“Tax Regulatory Agreement” means, collectively, the Tax Regulatory Agreements 
between the University and the Trustee, under which the University agrees to take the necessary 
actions to maintain the tax-exempt status of the interest on any Refunding Bonds or any Interim 
Financing expressly made subject to that Tax Regulatory Agreement.  

“Trustee” means U.S. Bank National Association, as successor Trustee to Star Bank, 
N.A.

Background 
 
In January 2005, the University of Akron’s Board of Trustees approved the accompanying Board 
Resolution 1-22-05.  That resolution authorized the University’s Administration to effectuate 
construction of the Gas Turbine Engine Facility under the condition that the College of 
Engineering repaid such funds to the University with future funding received or generated by the 
College of Engineering in connection with this facility. 
 
The accompanying internal loan document was executed by the then senior vice president and 
provost, chief financial officer, and dean of the College of Engineering, respectively. The loan 
was an interest-free loan in the amount of $1.2 million, and ultimately, $225,000 was repaid. 
 

Summary 
 
Given all of the personnel changes within the University’s administration and college leadership 
over time and the recent return of much of the college’s carryover to the general fund, I 
recommend that Board Resolution 1-22-05 pertaining to the Gas Turbine Engine Facility loan 
agreement be waived.  Therefore, if you concur, I recommend submission of this proposal to the 
Board of Trustees for approval.

AGREEMENT 

This Agreement is between The University of Akron and The University of Akron's 
College of Engineering. The purpose of this Agreement is to memorialize the understanding 
between the parties with respect to certain portions of funding of an Intelligent Gas Turbine 
Engine Facility (Facility) to be constructed at The University of Akron. 

Several sources of funding for this Facility have been identified including federal, state 
and/or public funding through various industrial research grants and contracts. 

It is anticipated that this Facility will be used for intelligent propulsion research pursuant 
to funding through the Governor's Third Frontier initiative. To achieve this end, The University 
of Akron Board of Trustees, at its January 26, 2005 meeting, agreed to loan the College of 
Engineering approximately $1.2 million dollars to build a testing facility which will be a part of 
the Ohio Center for Aerospace Propulsion and Power (OCAPP). This Facility will be utilized to 
carry out intelligent propulsion-related funded research and engineering projects that will enable 
new technology development and create new job opportunities in Ohio. 

The Board of Trustees, through Resolution 1-22-05, authorized The University of Akron 
to commit University funds necessary to effectuate the construction of the Facility under the 
condition that the College of Engineering repay such funds to the University with future funding 
received or generated by the College of Engineering in connection with this Facility until this 
loan is satisfied. 

At present, it is anticipated that the loan amount will be $1.2 million dollars (the exact 
figure is to be determined) for the construction of this Facility. The College of Engineering 
agrees to repay this loan to the University using the 22% of mdirect Costs that the College of 
Engineering receives from all future state, federal, or private grants associated with this Facility 
until the entire loan amount is repaid, including an internal rate of return. The internal rate of 
return will be assessed to the loan on an annual basis at a rate to be determined by the Vice 
President for Business and Finance and Chief Financial Officer.

• The University of Akron received more than $14.6 million in gifts and pledges due this 
fiscal year for the period July 1, 2016 through March 31, 2017. 

• In Fiscal Year 2017, giving from alumni increased 7 percent, and giving from friends 
increased 76 percent compared with the same period in Fiscal Year 2016. 

• The number of first-time alumni donors for the period July 1, 2016 through March 31, 
2017 increased 9 percent compared with the same period in Fiscal Year 2016. 

• More than $504,000 was received in the first nine months (July 1, 2016 through March 
31, 2017) of the “Making a Difference. Moving Forward.” scholarship campaign.  In 
addition, nearly $2.7 million was donated toward scholarships for a total of $3,195,476.

LEGISLATIVE ACTIVITY

Operating Budget/HB 49 

The FY 18/19 Operating Budget is currently pending before the House Higher Education Subcommittee of 

Finance where it has had a number of hearings.  President Matthew Wilson testified before the House 

Subcommittee touting the advances around enrollment and the new Akron Guarantee Scholarship.  He 

shared with the committee the collective higher education concerns around: 

 Textbook purchase mandate which requires Boards of Trustees in academic year 2018-2019 to

provide textbooks to undergraduate students at no cost beyond an annualized amount of $300 for a

full-time undergraduate student.

 Tuition and general fee freeze in fiscal years 2018 and 2019 for all in-state undergraduate

students.

Supersonic Particle Deposition Initiative 

Government Affairs is working with Provost Ramsier and Marketing on a ribbon-cutting which will occur 

in Wilmington for the Supersonic Particle Deposition (SPD).  The SPD is a public-private partnership for 

the development of an FAA-certified process for dimensional restoration of corroded parts on commercial 

aircraft.  Provost Ramsier will participate in the ceremony along with the Speaker of the Ohio House and 

Senator Peterson, both of whom were supportive in allocating $4 million to UA for Phase 1 of the 

project.  Government Affairs is advocating in Columbus for Phase 2 funding to the tune of $4 million. 

ON THE HORIZON

We are working on the Inter-University Council Day at the Statehouse, 

which is scheduled to occur in April.  Government Relations is putting 

together a day of meetings for President Matthew Wilson and the students 

who will join him to talk about the operating budget and issues of interest 

and concern to the University.

Scholarship program rollout

The Office of Student Financial Aid has been espe-
cially busy since the rollout of The Akron Guarantee 
Scholarship. Correspondence has been updated to 
reflect the new option and a new, full-time staff mem-
ber has joined the coordinator of university scholar-
ships to support this exciting program.

Students have begun to communicate their selection 
of The Akron Guarantee Scholarship, and awards are 
being transitioned and reflected on student accounts 
immediately.  We continue to field questions and assist 
students and parents as they make their decisions.

Financial aid awards

We are working with new freshmen and continuing 
students to finalize financial aid awards for the coming 
year.  Scholarship applications for private/named 
scholarships awarded by the University are being 
received daily in anticipation of the May 1 deadline.  
The various colleges have begun awarding scholarships 
to students for the coming year, and external scholar-
ship opportunities continue to arrive daily.

Outreach activities

Education and outreach activities continue and 
include presentations at high schools, community 

programs and University events, including Senior Visit 
Day, and Adult, Transfer and Military Service Visit 
Day. Financial literacy topics continue to be presented 
to freshman students through their Akron Experience 
courses and the administration of financial literacy 
modules.

New colleague

Student Financial Aid Counselor Jennifer Redford 
(pictured) joined the office recently to assist 
Scholarship Coordinator Mary Schadle, who man-
ages thousands of scholarships. Jennifer will also be 
instrumental in overseeing The Akron Guarantee 
Scholarship program. 

She most recently worked 
in the College of Business 
Administration, and she 
has been a member of the 
UA family for more than 17 
years in various positions.  

She and her husband John, 
also a UA employee, have 
three girls ages 11, 13 
and 15.  Jennifer earned 
her bachelor’s degree in 
December.

AKRON GUARANTEE SCHOLARSHIP
More than 6,000 families were notified that they had 
this option, which provides students more money over 
the life of the scholarship, incentives to complete their 
degree programs in four years, and a guarantee they 
will retain the scholarship as long as they are students 
in good standing. 

Families have until July 1 to opt into this system, 
but early reaction to the offer has been promising. 
Next year will be much simpler and more effective 
as we shift our admissions scholarships to the Akron 
Guarantee Scholarship system.

The new scholarship:

•	 guarantees the annual renewal of your scholarship 
if you maintain good academic standing (a 2.0 
GPA),

•	 includes automatic scholarship upgrades as you 
earn 30, 60 and 90 credits, totaling up to $3,500, 
and

•	 provides a larger, total eight-semester scholarship 
than the traditional option.

Higher	Education	Research	and	Development	(HERD)	Survey	

• The	NSF-HERD	Survey	is	a	rigorous	annual	report	of	data	on	the	amounts,	sources,	and	uses	of	financial	support	for
research	at	U.S.	 colleges	and	universities.	UA	has	participated	and	some	data	 from	the	 last	10	years	 is	 shown.	UA
research	expenditures	grew	dramatically	from	the	2007/2008	baseline	to	more	than	double	by	2011.

• The	 increase	was	 led	 in	 2010/2011	 by	 the	 growth	 of	 institutional	 support	 such	 as	 tuition	 assistance	 for	 research
students	on	sponsored	projects,	startup	funds,	unrecovered	indirect	costs,	cost	share,	and	internal	research	grants.
With	the	growing	research	base,	there	was	increased	effort	to	assure	that	all	allowable	expenditures	were	reported.

• As	 expected,	 the	 growth	 of	 external	 funds	 followed	 within	 two	 years	 and	 in	 2012	 the	 level	 of	 external	 support
surpassed	the	internal	support.	All	sources	of	external	support	grew,	including	federal,	state,	business,	non-profit.

• Since	its	high	in	2011,	internal	support	has	declined,	even	with	the	same	rigorous	reporting	methodology,	which	was
reviewed	and	validated	in	2015	and	2016.	We	note	that	faculty	salaries	for	time	allocated	to	research	are	not	included
in	the	HERD	because	these	are	not	defined	as	separately	accounted	R&D	expenditures	in	2	CFR	Part	200.

Advances	in	understanding	how	structural	changes	are	
related	to	battery	performance	can	help	to	develop	new	batteries	that	both	last	longer	between	re-charging	
and	that	maintain	this	same	long	use	time	even	after	being	charged	and	discharged	for	months	or	even	years.	
	
“A	World	History	of	Rubber:	Empire,	Industry	and	the	Everyday”	
		
A	World	History	of	Rubber	helps	readers	understand	and	form	new	insights	into	the	social	
and	cultural	contexts	of	global	production	and	consumption	from	the	nineteenth	century	
to	the	present.	Dr.	Stephen	L.	Harp,	professor	of	history,	uses	rubber	as	a	lens	through	
which	readers	can	view	many	key	themes	and	events	of	the	nineteenth	and	twentieth	
centuries,	including	imperialism,	industrialization,	racism,	and	inequality.	
	
The	book	illuminates	the	complex	journey	of	rubber	from	plantations	in	far-flung	European	
colonies,	to	factories	in	Midwest	America,	to	products	in	American	homes	and	abroad.	It	is	
divided	into	five	thematic	sections:	race,	migration,	and	labor;	gender	on	plantations	and	
in	factories;	demand	and	everyday	consumption;	World	Wars	and	nationalism;	and	
resistance	and	independence.	The	story	highlights	the	interrelatedness	of	our	world	long	
before	the	current	era	of	globalization,	as	well	as	the	global	social	inequalities	that	persist	today.

Dr.	Randall	J.	Mitchell,	professor	of	biology,	has	received	$164,128,	from	the	NSF,	for	a	
three-year	study	of	the	frequent	occurrence	of	intermediate	rates	of	self-fertilization	in	
flowering	plant	populations.

Dr.	Jae-Won	Choi,	associate	professor	of	mechanical	engineering,	has	developed	a	new	
method	of	3D	printing.		The	technique,	called	“direct-print	photopolymerization	for	3D	
printing,”	extrudes	inks	from	a	nozzle	in	layers	and	uses	light	to	simultaneously	cure	it,	
as	opposed	to	forming	something	from	a	vat	of	material.

This	January,	UA	signed	a	license	deal	with	Akron	area	startup	eSens,	which	
is	working	to	commercialize	unique	sensor	technology	from	Professor	Jae-
Won	Choi’s	lab.	eSens	plans	to	initially	use	the	sensor	in	a	monitor	that	will	
help	competitive	and	recreational	runners	optimize	their	performance.

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• Career Services (CS) hosts one main career fair each semester in addition to smaller niche career 
fairs throughout the year.  Some of these events are co-hosted with the colleges to provide 
opportunities for specific majors.  By increasing the number of offered career fairs, CS is able to 
connect more employers with our students and alumni to provide targeted recruiting opportunities.  

o Internship Career Fair:  This event was for all UA majors (other than Engineering and 
Engineering Technology majors who had been in attendance at the Engineering and Science 
Career Fair held the day before).  Highlights of the 107 employers who attended the 
Internship Career Fair include:  Swagelok Company, A. Schulman, Inc., Bridgestone Retail 
Operations LLC., Cintas Corporation, Coca-Cola, The Goodyear Tire & Rubber Company, 
Progressive Insurance, Sherwin-Williams and Verizon.  Over 500 students attended the 
event and had opportunities to view a pre-fair workshop on “How to Market Yourself at a 
Career Fair,” have a LinkedIn photo taken and research employers before the Career Fair. 

o Part-Time and Seasonal Job Fairs:  There were two Part-time and Seasonal Job Fairs held 
in March to help connect students with employers who have part-time and seasonal hiring 
needs, such as Akron Zoological Park, Huntington National Bank and Oriana House just to 
name a few.  The fairs sold out with 22 employers per fair.  Instead of turning employers 
away, an additional 23 employers were asked to host a “recruitment table” outside of the 
Career Center located within the Student Union. 

o Employer Office Hours:  There were 25 days in which employers staffed an employer 
interview room in the Career Center to review resumes and provide mock interviews to our 
students.

Dean of Students Office  
Dean of Students Office (DOS) and Sexual Assault and Violence Education (SAVE) Team 
• Chancellor John Carey selected The University of Akron as the site to host a roundtable 

conversation with students from The University of Akron and our sister institutions about the Ohio 
Department of Higher Education sexual violence prevention initiative.  While on campus, the 
Chancellor will also attend a meeting of UA’s SAVE team (April 13).  

• The University of Akron was selected by the chancellor and is one of 35 campuses in Ohio to 
complete five Department of Higher Education recommendations designed to help colleges and 
universities better prevent and respond to sexual violence (sexual assault, dating violence, stalking 
and domestic violence). 

• The chancellor’s visit will occur during Sexual Assault Awareness Month (April). The SAVE team 
has planned a series of programs and events to occur throughout the month and highlight keynote 
programs below:  

o April 3:  The “Take Back the Night” walk for survivors of sexual assault will follow a keynote 
speech by survivor Mike Pisterino. 

o April 18:  A lecture will be given by author and National Public Radio contributing 
commentator Peggy Orenstein. 
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o April 28:  The “Walk of Heroes” is an annual fundraiser for the Rape Crisis Center of Summit 
and Medina counties. 

• In addition to the programs and activities occurring throughout April, the SAVE team will conduct an 
annual assessment of The University of Akron’s climate related to sexual violence.  A 13-question 
benchmarking survey identifying the prevalence of sexual violence will be sent to UA students.  The 
same 13-question benchmarking survey will be administered by most colleges and universities across 
the state of Ohio as part of the Ohio Department of Higher Education’s sexual violence prevention 
initiative.  At UA, the survey will be supplemented with information gathered during a series of focus 
groups with young men about violence and prevention programs. 
 

Learning Communities/Akron Experience 
• Sixty Akron Experience (AE) sections have been scheduled for fall 2017.  Of those, 25 sections are 

connected to a Learning Community (LC), and 25 sections are identified for general enrollment of 
preparatory and emergent students who are not interested/qualified for an LC experience.  The 
remaining 10 AE sections will be on hold should enrollment demands warrant their need. 

• Approximately 52 Learning Communities will be available for incoming students for fall 2017.  Of 
those, 11 will provide new offerings for the upcoming fall semester.  Final edits are being made to the 
Qualtrics Learning Community application, which will be used to generate LC interest of students 
prior to New Student Orientation dates.  To provide easy access for students, the application is set to 
be housed within MyAkron.  
 

New Student Orientation 
• The New Student Orientation (NSO) website has been redesigned to more closely align with the 

Office of Admissions site that students are accustomed to using.  The first round of confirmations for 
freshmen were sent on February 24, scheduling over 1,000 students for their orientation programs. 

• As of March 13, 866 students have been scheduled for Spring Break NSO.  Spring Break orientation 
will run March 27 through March 31, with a total capacity of 891.  

• As of March 15, 1,355 incoming new students (who have paid the confirmation fee and have been 
assigned an orientation program) were pre-screened for placement testing needs.  Of those, 825 
students are required to take one or more placement tests for either math, writing, reading and/or 
computer literacy.  Those students have received communications of placement test via email (UA 
email, student email, and parent email) with instructions to complete placement testing prior to their 
NSO program date. 

 
Office of Accessibility 
• Library Walkthrough:  The Office of Accessibility (OA) met with Ian McCullough from University 

Libraries in the ASEC Engineering Library to provide an accessibility walkthrough of the facility and 
make any recommendations as to how to make the space more accessible.  This walkthrough was 
part of University Libraries’ strategic initiative to ensure accessibility in the library.  Throughout the 
walkthrough, specific recommendations were made regarding the height of equipment, signage for 
elevators and evacuation routes; accessible furniture; and placement of trash cans, stools, etc. to 
create clear walkways.  OA also suggested the use of adaptive technology that could easily be 
installed on the computers used by students.  The walkthrough raised awareness of preemptive 
measures that could help to avoid an environment that is not accessible to all users. 

• Notetaking Policy:  A representative from Case Western Reserve University, Owen McConnell, 
visited UA to meet with OA staff regarding notetaking policy at The University of Akron.  Mr. 
McConnell, has been in the field for six months and currently is tasked with updating and fine-tuning 
the notetaking policy at Case.  He had been told by colleagues that UA has the “best of the best” 
policies and procedures for notetaking accommodations because of our close ties to the Akron 
community, commitment to the development of students both in and out of the classroom, and our 
faculty and staff who bring outstanding talent to shape the development of our students.  

• Nordonia High School:  OA was contacted by the Special Education Department at Nordonia High 
School to present to seniors in their Individualized Education Plan (IEP) classroom.  The presentation

Conference in June.  Their presentation is titled “Going Beyond a Memorandum of 
Understanding: Creating a Best Practice Sexual Violence Team with a Co-located Rape 
Crisis Center on an Urban University Campus.”

Student Life/Student Union 
• Association of College Unions International (ACUI) Award Recognition:  The Department of 

Student Life received a national award for exceptional work in staff development from the 
Association of College Unions International (ACUI). The department was acknowledged and 
presented the Excellence in Student Training Programs Award during the ACUI Annual 
Conference on March 21.  The department was honored for having demonstrated leadership in staff 
development efforts that have led to retention, job placement, and overall staff satisfaction.  

• serveAkron 
o Alternative Spring Break:  For the last 12 years, UA students and staff have dedicated their 

week “off” during spring break as a time to give back to the community.  This year, 88 staff 
and students have offered to volunteer with the Alternative Spring Break (ASB) program to 
serve at one of three locations – Asheville, North Carolina, Atlanta, Georgia, or Winder, 
Georgia.  The groups will work to influence social justice issues such as sustainability, 
homelessness, poverty, environment, and youth education.  Combined, these UA volunteers 
are expected to dedicate more than 2,630 hours of service, the equivalent of over $21,480 
in minimum wage work, through the Alternative Spring Break program.  Scheduled projects 
for the week include: 

 Asheville, North Carolina:  A group of 16 volunteers plan to work with GreenWorks on 
environmental projects such as tree planting, roadside clean-up, orchard planning, 
and community gardening,  

 Atlanta, Georgia:  A team of 27 volunteers will partner with the City of Refuge to 
tackle issues of homelessness and poverty by completing projects such as working 
with children in an after-school program, landscaping around the agency campus, 
organizing donations, and having intentional discussions with agency residents about 
the cycle of poverty and overcoming obstacles.  

 Winder Georgia:  A group of members from the fraternity and sorority life community 
will be volunteering with Camp Twin Lakes for the sixth year in a row to complete 
various projects around the camp.  This agency, dedicated to providing a welcoming 
camp environment for various nonprofits, will complete large-scale projects such as 
spreading mulch around the camp, painting decorations for camp dances, placing 
sod on a new baseball field, constructing chicken coops, gardening, and performing 
maintenance on an equestrian area.  

o serveAkron offered five events and programs during the month of February with a total 
attendance of 269 participants.  Highlights for the month included a collaborative program 
with Military Services Center called “Valentines for Veterans” and two volunteer fairs, which 
provided opportunities for students to connect with nearly 30 local nonprofits. Direct service 
to the community during the month resulted in 119.75 service hours completed by 269 
participants, which equates to $975.96 in minimum wage. 

• Fraternity and Sorority Life (FSL) 
o The FSL community has completed 1,618 hours of community service to date. 
o A total of 16 FSL community members received a $100 scholarship towards the FSL 

Alternative Spring Break trip occurring at the end of March.  Interfraternity Council (IFC) 
awarded six scholarships, Panhellenic Council (PHC) awarded six and the FSL Office 
awarded four. 

o Representatives attended the Association of Fraternal Leadership and Values (AFLV) Central 
Leadership Conference.  UA’s IFC and PHC received the following awards: 

 IFC was awarded excellence in seven of eight award categories for Division III 
(13-20 member chapters) and was the division winner, receiving the Division III 
Jellison Award.  

• IFC Award Categories Receiving Excellence:  Academic Achievement, 
Council Management Leadership and Educational Development, Public 
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Relations, Philanthropy and Community Service, Risk Reduction and 
Management, and Self-Governance and Judicial Affairs 

 PHC was awarded excellence in seven of eight award categories for Division I 
(2-5 member chapters) also winning their division, receiving the Division I Sutherland 
Award. 

• PHC Award Categories Receiving Excellence:  Academic Achievement, 
Council Management Leadership and Educational Development, 
Membership Recruitment, Philanthropy and Community Service, Risk 
Reduction and Management, and Self-Governance and Judicial Affairs 

o The Alpha Omicron Chapter of Order of Omega was recognized at the AFLV Central 
Leadership Conference as one of four Outstanding Chapters in the nation for 2016. 
This recognition comes with a $1,000 award to be used for programming.  This is the 
chapter’s first recognition as an Outstanding Chapter.  In addition, student Todd Simmons, 
Order of Omega president and member of Phi Delta Theta, and Josh Hillegass, Order of 
Omega vice president and member of Phi Delta Theta, each received one of the 164 
scholarships given by Order of Omega for their academic achievements, participation and 
leadership in campus organizations, citizenship and service to Order of Omega and the 
campus community. 

o The spring Collegiate Issues featured speaker Dr. Joel Nunez, a clinical psychologist who 
spoke on “Keeping the Flame Alive:  Self-Care for Students” with 484 students in 
attendance.  Overall, Dr. Nunez touched on mental health, burnout and self-care.  Feedback 
from the program was extremely positive, as many students had identified mental health as 
an area of focus.  

o Alpha Gamma Delta and Phi Delta Theta were honored for Overall Chapter Excellence.  
o Greek Leadership Awards:  The fraternity and sorority community gathered on Sunday, 

March 12 for the 41st annual Greek Leadership Awards.  The evening celebrated the 
accomplishments of both chapters and individual members of the community and welcomed 
290 students, alumni, and distinguished guests, including President Wilson.  Highlights of the 
awards and honors include:

Most chapters are finalizing giving out bids of membership. 

o IFC held a community roundtable where 57 students 
attended and 11 fraternity chapters were represented. 
Topics discussed included recruitment, risk management, 
marketing, and scholarship. 

• PHC 
o All PHC chapters, except the new colony, Delta Zeta, are at Chapter Total (65 members) or 

larger for the spring semester.  Delta Zeta currently has 61 members. 
o PHC held an Officer Roundtable where officers of all six chapters attended with a total 

attendance of 56 student leaders. The PHC vice president of risk management held an Inner 
Beauty Program as part of National Eating Disorder Awareness Week with 80 women in 
attendance. The program featured two doctoral students from the Counseling and Testing 
Center who spoke on how eating disorders can affect chapter members both physically and 
psychologically.  They also explored why women are specifically targeted and how we can 
spread awareness to stop this societal pressure.  

• Student Organization Highlights 
o Throughout the year, registered student organizations have opportunities to travel to 

conferences, workshops, and training or to volunteer their time and talent to help others on 
behalf of The University of Akron.  These organizations also host a variety of events and 
programs on campus for the student body.  Programs sponsored ranged from service 
projects and lecturers to performances, social/networking events, or programs aimed at 
simply making campus aware of the organizations offered.  With the guidance and oversight 
of the Student Organization Resource Center (SOuRCe), more than 12,000 students partake 
in over 340 registered organizations on campus.  

 Zips for Akron Hope:  Zips for Akron Hope held their second-annual Wrapping Night 
on December 9, 2016 in the Student Union.  This event was a complement to the 
“Adopt A Classroom” program 
sponsored by the organization, 
which is also a partnership with 
the Akron public elementary 
schools.

• There are currently 36 active clubs with 1,959 participants.  These clubs are recognized UA student 

organizations, are overseen by SRWS, and are operated by student leaders within each respective 
organization. SRWS supports the clubs through training, development, facility access and support, 
event planning support and oversight of organization funding (initially allocated by Under Graduate 
Student Government [USG]). 

o Wrestling Club:  2017 Nationals are being held in early April in Allen, Tex.  Three wrestlers 
earned All-American status, and the club took fourth place as a team in Division 2 (17th 
overall).  Senior Isaac Hammonds took 6th place, and senior Shane Brown and sophomore 
Jesse Slocum took 6th each in their respective weight classes.  Brown and Slocum are now 
two-time All Americans.  

o Rifle Club:  2017 marks the third year in which the Zips Rifle Club has made an appearance 
at the NRA Intercollegiate Rifle Club National Championships held in Fort Benning, Ga.  The 
Zips Rifle Club is a club sport student organization within the Department of Student 
Recreation and Wellness Services.  Last year, the Zips placed third overall.  This year, the 
Zips Rifle Club is proud to say they are National Champions in both smallbore and air rifle.  

 Sophomore Chris Thomas shot his best prone position score for the season, 
including a perfect score on his first target.  Luke Massie and Liz Bark lead the team 
in the standing position.  The team score placed them in first place to be the new 
Smallbore National Champions.  Additionally, Luke Massie, Liz Bark and Brandon 
Meier were all named as members of the Second All Star Team. 

 In the air rifle competition, the Zips’ final results showed freshman Liz Bark in second 
place overall, backed by teammates Luke Massie, Gabby Pitre and Brandon Meier.

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3359-60-04     Fees and expenses. 

 

(A) Any and all fees are subject to change without notice, when approved by the board of 
trustees. Students are advised to consult the university's website current 
"undergraduate bulletin" or "graduate bulletin" and any other university document that 
may apply to fees and related charges. 

(B) Despite the willingness of taxpayers and generous friends of the university to help 
support higher education, some portion of this total expense must be borne by the 
student. 

(C) The university's website "undergraduate bulletin" or "graduate bulletin" lists all current 
comprehensive and individual course fees for students and prospective students at the 
university who are studying for credit and noncredit in all areas of instruction. Included 
also are the additional expenses required for special academic services available to a 
student such as private music lessons, thesis-binding, etc. 

(D) It is the responsibility of the student to know the correct amount of all fees including 
the non-Ohio resident surcharge. 

(E) In any question concerning fees, surcharge or residence, it is the responsibility of the 
student, parents, or court appointed guardian, to furnish such proof as may be required 
by the university of Akron. A student who is in doubt about residency status should 
consult with the university registrar. 

(F) It is the responsibility of the registrar to assess fees and surcharges at the time of 
registration; information given by the student at that time is used in the assessment. 
Each registration is later reviewed by the office of student accounts/university bursar 
audited by the university auditor, and appropriate additional charges or refunds will be 
made. 

(G) All fees and surcharges are due at the time of registration or on the specified fee payment 
deadline. The status of the student as of the opening day of the semester or session for 
which registered, will determine the final, correct amount of fees and surcharges. 

(H) Room and board. 

(1) Residence hall facilities are available for the housing of a limited number of 
undergraduate students. The current cost of housing accommodations and food 
service is outlined in the "undergraduate bulletin" or "graduate bulletin." on the 
university's website.  All students who live in the residence halls, except those 
living in the apartments in "Exchange Street Residence Hall" with full kitchens, 
are required to purchase a residential dining plan.  must participate in the 
provided twenty meals per week board plan.

(4) An Ohio veterans bonus commission recipient may arrange with the accounts 
receivable office to have the Ohio bonus commission billed directly for tuition 
charges only. 

(5) Dependents of veterans covered under other provisions of USC Title 38 must pay at 
the time of registration. The V.A. will make direct payment to the eligible payee. 

(J) Auditors. The fees for an auditor in any course or group of courses are the same as if 
taken for credit. 

(K) Student health and accident insurance. Student health and accident insurance designed 
specifically for a student of the university of Akron is required of all residence hall 
students and all international students except those who present proof that they already 
have similar coverage. Other students carrying nine or more credits, graduate students 
carrying six or more credits may purchase this insurance, at the same annual individual 
rate, through the student health services office.

3359-60-04.2     Regulations regarding refunds: credit/noncredit. 

 

(A) All academic and instructional related tuition and fees, whether for credit or noncredit 
courses fees, e.g. instructional, general, transportation, etc., are subject to change 
without notice. Students shall be charged fees and/or tuition and other fees in 
accordance with schedules adopted by the board of trustees. Students are advised to 
consult the website of the office of student accounts/bursar and the current 
"undergraduate bulletin" for tuition and fees.

(v) If 33.333 per cent of class completed, twenty per cent refund.

 (b) Refunds for course sections which have not been scheduled consistent with 
either that are shorter than the standard fifteen-week fall/spring/summer 
academic semester scheduling pattern will be calculated on a pro rata 
proportional basis according to the number of class days for the course.

Withdrawal requests received up to three business days prior to the first 
class meeting will result in a full refund, less a fifteen dollars processing charge, 
or an opportunity to transfer to another course. Thereafter, withdrawal requests 
received up to the beginning of the second class meeting will receive a fifty per 
cent refund. 

(2) No refunds are issued after the start of the second day of classes. 

(3) Refunds for noncredit courses are determined by the date the withdrawal request is 
received. The refund period cannot be extended if the student fails to attend the 
first class. Charge cards and refund checks will be processed promptly. Parking 
permits must be returned to the university of Akron (UA) business solutions office 
to receive a refund.

3359-60-04.3     Residence hall refunds and dining plan refunds. 

 

(A) Refund/release and forfeiture policy. A contract for housing accommodations and or 
food services at the university of Akron upon being breached by the student or 
otherwise terminated by the university of Akron is subject to the following refund 
provisions. 

(1) Housing Refunds. 

(a) A full refund of any prepaid fees including the one hundred fifty dollar deposit 
housing accommodations prepayment and release of other financial liability 
therefore under the following circumstances: 

(i)  Graduation of the student from the university of Akron. 

   (ii) Academic dismissal of the student from the university of Akron. 

(iii) Non-attendance or complete withdrawal by the student from the university 
of Akron prior to the start of the contract term (except for one hundred fifty 
dollars housing accommodations prepayment the advance rental payment of 
one hundred fifty dollars which shall be forfeited). The one hundred fifty 
dollar deposit housing accommodations prepayment will be refunded for new 
entering, transfer and graduate students and new transfer students when 
notification of intent to break the housing contract is received prior to the 
fifteenth of May for the following fall semester and the fifteenth day of 
October for housing contracts initiated for spring semester. 

(iv) In the event mandatory Mandatory or recommended participation in 
academic programs of the university of Akron requires requiring the student 
to commute regularly beyond the Akron metropolitan area (i.e., student 
teaching or co-op assignments). Documentation from the university 
department affiliated with the program is required at the time of cancellation. 

(b) A partial refund of paid room and board fees, except the prepayment fee, once 
occupancy has been established (e.g., acceptance of room keys and/or signing 
occupancy document) will be prorated beginning on the date the student 
officially surrenders use of university housing and returns all appropriate keys 
(room and apartment keys) to university staff and satisfied university mandated 
housing separation requirements and procedures under the following 
circumstances:  Once occupancy has been established (i.e. acceptance of room 
keys and signing occupancy document) and the student remains enrolled at the 
university of Akron, the student must petition for contract release and only those 
students who are able to demonstrate extenuating circumstances will be released 
from their housing or dining contract. 

(a)  Cancellation of the entire contract term after the start of the fall semester and 
subsequent spring semester. 

(b)  Cancellation of a single semester contract after the start of that semester. 
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(c) A partial refund of paid room and board fees when the student has fulfilled fall 
semester obligations and breaches the contract for spring semester, except when 
under any dismissal or suspension. The student shall pay, as administrative fee 
for breach of the terms of the contract, an amount of two hundred dollars.  
Students who are released from the housing contract, either by petition or non-
enrollment for the then current term, will be subject to a refund schedule based 
on a percentage refund from the first day of class through the twenty-eighth 
calendar day, In addition, if a student is granted release from their housing 
contract after taking occupancy during the fall term or prior to the twenty-eighth 
calendar day of the spring term, a cancellation fee of two hundred dollars will 
apply for housing.   

(1) Refund policy for housing charges: 

(a) First day of class through day seven equals ninety per cent refund; 

(b) Day eight through day fourteen equals eighty per cent refund; 

(c) Day fifteen through day twenty-one equals sixty per cent refund; 

(d) Day twenty-two through day twenty-eight equals forty per cent refund; and  

(e) Day twenty-nine or after equals zero per cent refund.  

(d) The housing refund date will be established based on the date that the student 
officially surrenders use of university housing and returns all appropriate keys 
(room and apartment keys) to university staff and satisfies university mandated 
housing separation requirements and procedures. 

(2) Dining refunds will be based upon usage from the first day of class through the 
twenty-eighth calendar day of the semester.  If the student cancels their dining 
plan during the fall or spring term prior to the twenty-eighth calendar day a student 
will be refunded the cost of the meal plan less any usage to date.  After the twenty-
eighth calendar day no refunds will be issued for dining. 

(4) (3) A student shall remain responsible for the full cost of the then-current residence 
hall contract term and dining plan usage if the university, in its sole discretion, 
terminates the contract: 

(a) For reasons related to the orderly operation of the residence halls, or for reasons 
relating to the health, physical, or emotional safety and well-being of the 
persons or property of students, faculty, staff, or university property. 

(b) If the student is dismissed or suspended from the university of Akron for 
disciplinary reasons in accordance with law or the rules and regulations of the 
board of trustees; or, if the student is suspended or placed on terms of 
disciplinary probation in accordance with law or the rules and regulations of 
the board of trustees, whereby such terms of suspension or probation prohibit 
the student from residing in university housing accommodations. 

(5) Contract cancellations for a current semester received after the twelfth week of that 
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semester will be assessed the full semester fees. 

(6) The student is financially responsible for fees incurred through the date of such 
termination, dismissal, suspension, or probation or until the student has completed 
the check-out process with the appropriate university employee, whichever date is 
later. 

(7) (4)  Notice requirements. All notices of intent to break this the housing or dining  
contract must be submitted in writing to the department of residence life and 
housing or dining services, respectively. If the student is under the age of eighteen 
years, the written notification of termination must be co-signed by the student's 
parent or legal guardian.

Approval to Abolish Positions 
 
 

WHEREAS, The University of Akron (“University”) Board of Trustees approved an 
annual budget on June 15, 2016, which included significant reductions in expenses; and  

 
WHEREAS, The University administration has undertaken a review of its current 

operations at the Center for Child Development and determined that ten (10) positions should be 
abolished due to a lack of continued need for the positions for the following reason:  lack of work 
(the list of the affected positions is attached to this resolution as Exhibit A and incorporated by 
reference as if fully rewritten); and 
 

WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Code Section 3359.03 vests authority in The University of 
Akron Board of Trustees to “employ, fix the compensation of, and remove, the president and such 
number of professors, teachers, and other employees as may be deemed necessary”;  and 
 

WHEREAS, University Rule 3359-26-02(B) defines “Appointing Authority” as “the 
officer having the power of appointment to, removal from, audit, reduction or suspension of 
positions or employees in any office, department or unit within the institution”;  and 
 

WHEREAS, By University Rule 3359-3-05, the Board of Trustees delegates authority to 
the Associate Vice President for Human Resources, Chief Human Resources Officer (“CHRO”), 
to serve as the University appointing authority, including signatory authority for personnel actions; 
and  
 

WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Code Section 124.01 defines an “Appointing Authority” as the 
“. . . officer, commission, board, or body having the power of appointment to, or removal from, 
positions in any office, department, commission, board, or institution”;  and 
 

WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Code Section 124.321 authorizes an appointing authority to 
abolish positions, in accordance with Ohio Revised Code Sections 124.321 – 124.327, which detail 
the processes for job abolishment and the rights of affected employees, including displacement 
rights; and 
 

WHEREAS, The University administration now recommends to the Board of Trustees that 
ten (10) positions at the University be abolished; Now, Therefore, 
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BE IT RESOLVED, That the Board authorizes the Associate Vice President, Human 

Resources, CHRO in consultation with the Vice President, Finance and Administration/Chief 
Financial Officer, and Vice President and General Counsel, for the reasons set forth in the rationale 
(which is attached hereto as Exhibit B and incorporated by reference as if fully rewritten), to take 
all necessary action to effect the abolishment of the ten (10) positions identified in this resolution 
and other related personnel actions, consistent with the requirements of Ohio Revised Code 
Sections 124.321 – 124.327, as well as any applicable University Rules, subject to the statutory 
rights of the affected employees that may arise including displacement rights of individuals 
affected by the abolishment of these positions; and  

 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Office of Talent Development and Human 

Resources inform and make available to employees affected by the abolishment of their position 
resources and services to assist in their employment transition process; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Board authorizes the extension of 
the special educational privileges through reduction of fees as authorized in University Rules 
3359-20-04.3 and 3359-26-02 to all of the employees in the abolished positions and their 
dependents for a period not to exceed four (4) years from the date of this resolution to enable them 
to complete the degree program they are currently enrolled in, so long as there is no break in their 
attendance and the student meets the applicable eligibility requirements.  In addition, the Board 
authorizes such reduction of fees to the affected employees and their dependents for a period of 
one (1) year for those individuals enrolled to begin classes for the first time with the start of the 
fall 2017 semester; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That employees who are currently in some of the positions 
to be abolished who may elect to retire upon being notified of the abolishment of their position 
shall notify the Office of Talent Development and Human Resources in writing within the notice 
period provided by their employee category of their intent to retire.  For staff employees, the notice 
period is two (2) weeks.  A pending retirement date beyond the date of abolishment of the position 
shall not affect the abolishment of the position.  The Office of Talent Development and Human 
Resources is authorized to work with employees who provide notice within their notice period of 
their intent to voluntarily elect to retire in order to establish an appropriate retirement date and, if 
deemed appropriate by the Office of Talent Development and Human Resources, place an 
employee on unpaid leave following the abolishment date to effectuate the retirement.

Abolishment of Positions Rationale 

Pursuant to Section 124.321 et seq. of the Ohio Revised Code and Chapter 123:1-41 of the Ohio 
Administrative Code, The University of Akron intends to abolish positions due to a lack of 
continued need for the positions, due to lack of work.  This memorandum constitutes the 
University’s rationale for the abolishment of positions.  The abolishment of these positions is 
estimated to be effective no later than June 16, 2017, for classified and unclassified staff, and 
October 19, 2017 for full-time regular Contract Professional Staff positions. 

Overview of The University of Akron 

The University of Akron is a major public teaching and research institution that offers more than 
300 certificates, associate, bachelor’s, master’s, doctorate and law degree programs – with 
accreditations by 28 professional agencies.  The University has 23,152 students as of Census – 
Fall 2016.  The University has 10 residence halls which house approximately 2,900 students on 
campus.  

The University of Akron has been experiencing revenue reductions since FY 12.  The State’s FY 
12-13 biennial budget reduced UA’s State Share of instruction support by roughly 14.2% or $15.6 
million compared to the FY 11 level of funding, except for increases for FY 15 (approximately 
3.1% from FY 14) and FY 16 (approximately 7.5% from FY 15).  The significant reduction in 
State funding was the result of the expiration of federal stimulus funds provided through the 
American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009. 

The University’s budget challenges have been compounded by a significant decline in enrollment 
over the last four years.  The last four years have been extremely challenging for the University, 
as it has experienced total fall enrollment declines of 5.9% for 2013, 4.5% for 2014, 2.7% for 2015 
and 8% for 2016, which includes a 20% decline in the incoming class.   

As a result of declining enrollment, budget reductions were implemented beginning in FY 13 in 
an attempt to balance the ongoing expenses to the available resources.  Significant reductions, 
reallocations and uses of reserves, have been needed as well as increases in tuition and fees.  
Budget reductions of $6 million were implemented with the FY 13 budget.  Budget reductions of 
$25.5 million were targeted in the FY 14 budget.  Reductions of $11.2 million were required in 
the FY 15 budget, $20 million in the FY 16 budget and $30 million in the FY 17 budget. 

The University has taken steps to reduce budget expenditures.  In 2015, the University abolished 
213 positions resulting in a net reduction (after implementation costs) in budgeted expenses of 
approximately $14.3 million.  In 2016, the University outsourced the operation of dining facilities 
across campus in an effort to improve service and reduce expenses.  In addition, the University has 
continued to reduce overall staffing levels through attrition. 
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The University currently operates a Center for Child Development that offers both Toddler and 
Pre-School programs for children 21 months to 5 years of age.  As of March, 2017 there were 69 
children enrolled at the center; 49 full-time and 20 part-time.  36 of the children have parents who 
are affiliated with the University, while 33 are children whose parents live in the community but 
are not affiliated with UA.   

The Center has been operating at a loss for at least the last five years.  Total University-wide 
expenditures to operate the Center (wages and benefits, supplies and services and 
telecommunications charges) are approximately $819,000 per year while the average annual 
revenue is $545,400 (both numbers reflect the average for the past five years).  The average deficit 
is approximately $274,400 per year, which is not sustainable.  Since 2012, the Center has 
accumulated an operating deficit of $1,635,000 (see attached spreadsheet).  Given the University’s 
current financial condition, it cannot continue to operate the Center for Child Development.  
Therefore, the University intends to close the Center effective May 26, 2017.  When the University 
closes the Center, it will need to abolish a total of ten positions: 

• One position in the Classified Civil Service in the following classification:  Coordinator 
Food Services 

• Three Contract Professional positions in the following classification:  Clinical Curriculum 
Specialist/Head Teacher 

• Six positions in the Unclassified Service in the following classifications:  Assistant 
Teacher CCD (4), Interim Assistant Teacher CCD (1) and Substitute Teacher (1)  

In summary, the abolishment of these positions is for lack of work due to the elimination of The 
Center for Child Development from the Appointing Authority’s organizational structure.

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The University of Akron Report to the Chancellor on Duplicative Programs 

April 19, 2017 

 

Background 

Section 3345.35. of the Ohio Revised Code requires that the boards of trustees of each state institution 
of higher education evaluate all courses and programs based on enrollment and student performance.  
It also requires that, for courses with low enrollment, boards evaluate the benefits of delivering the 
courses through regional collaboration.  To comply with that legislation, the Chancellor provided a 
definition of low-enrollment courses and the boards of each state college and university submitted 
reports that described the process and data used to identify courses that met the chancellor’s definition 
of low enrollments and then provided a summary of recommended actions for each identified course 
(e.g., no action, course elimination, reduction in the number of sections or the timing of sections, 
change in course delivery modality; targeted as a candidate for course sharing). 

More recently, the Governor’s Task Force on Affordability and Efficiency noted that the legislation 
required reporting for low-enrollment courses but did not address reporting requirements for 
duplicative programs.  Consequently, the task force recommended that:  “Institutions should consider 
consolidating programs that are duplicated at other colleges and universities in their geographic area.”  
The report went on to say, “The Department of Higher Education should identify duplicative programs 
within each region of the state, with particular attention to co-located campuses.  Institutions should 
then review any programs not covered by the current low-enrollment review ordered by the legislation 
to identify opportunities to consolidate.” 

 ODHE Data Regarding Duplicate Programs 

The Ohio Department of Higher Education (ODHE) identified duplicative programs within each region of 
the state, with particular attention to co-located campuses.  The following steps were used construct 
the attached spreadsheets: 

• Using data reported to the Higher Education Information (HEI) system, ODHE classified degrees 
awarded since 2012 as a program within an institution using its 6 digit CIP Code, resulting in a 
list of programs offered at each public college and university in the state. 

• Each public college and university was then assigned to one of six regions across the state; these 
regions are mainly aligned to the six JobsOhio regions associated with the main campus. 

o NEOMED is not included due to their medical program focus. 
o Southern State Community College was placed in the Southwest Region. 

• Information on programs at institutions in each region was then used to create spreadsheets 
indicating: 

o Duplicate programs (highlighted in red) at universities in each region; 
o Duplicate programs (highlighted in red) at community colleges in each region; and 
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o Duplicate programs (highlighted in red) at co-located campuses. 
 

• Data on the number of program graduates are included for the same 3 years, and the average 
cost per graduate of the program was calculated using HEI cost data. 

o The HEI cost data for each course completed by the graduate was summed (please note 
that costs were summed for all courses taken prior to graduation, whether or not the 
course was required for the student’s program). 

o This summed cost was averaged across all program completers over the three-year 
period. 

o The data were omitted when the number of program graduates was less than 5 over the 
three-year period. 

These spreadsheets will help faculty, administrators and trustees to see programs that are duplicated in 
their region, and will help them as they evaluate duplicate program fit within the institution (e.g. 
reasonable duplication or unreasonable duplication that should be targeted for action, such as 
elimination or regional collaboration).  

Duplication of many programs is to be expected.  For instance, essentially all colleges will have programs 
in majors that are needed by students throughout the state, (e.g., English, psychology, engineering, 
business, mathematics, history, and nursing).  Therefore, cases of duplication will need to be considered 
on a case-by-case basis to determine whether the duplication is appropriate or not.  Factors to be 
considered in this analysis would include dynamics such as:  the number of students enrolled in the 
program, the number of graduates from the program, costs of the program (including staffing, facilities, 
pedagogical requirements, and accreditation requirements), quality or reputation of the program, etc.  

Determining Recommended Actions for Duplicate Programs 

The following factors can be used during the consideration of recommended actions for duplicate 
programs.  The bulleted bullet points following each factor are examples of data points that could be 
assessed in the analysis and may be augmented by other evaluative tools. 

I. Quality 
• Student retention and completion within the program 
• Student employment outcomes  
• Successful student transfer or placement in graduate/professional school  
• Scholarly productivity of faculty and students  
• Attainment of specialized accreditation 
• Program reputation/ranking 
• Areas of specialization within the program that differentiate it from other programs in the same 

discipline offered in the region 
 

II. Centrality to the Institution’s Mission  
• Relevance of the program to the institution’s strategic plan 
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• Importance of the program to the institution’s reputation or recruiting efforts 
• Need for the program based on data for “in-demand” jobs  

 
3. Cost-Effectiveness 

• Revenue sufficiency to support the program 
• Ratio of number of graduates to FTE faculty/administrators 

 
4. Demand 

• Program enrollment patterns over time

By April 30, 2017 each Board of Trustees shall submit an Initial Report on Duplicate Programs to the 
Chancellor.  The submission should include: 
 

I. A brief description of the process and data used to evaluate programs; 
II. A list of the duplicate programs not targeted for action and the rationale for the decision (e.g., 

robust enrollment and program completion, program central to institutional mission and/or 
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reputation, program specialized and therefore not duplicative, program shares a large 
proportion of classes with other programs on campus); and 

III. A list of the duplicate programs being considered for action. 
 
By September 30, 2017, each institution’s chief academic officer shall submit a Progress Report on 
Duplicate Programs to the Chancellor, indicating the action being evaluated for each of the targeted 
programs, (e.g., elimination, collaboration with named partner institution for course and program 
sharing, continuing to evaluate for potential change, other). 

By December 31, 2017, each Board of Trustees shall submit a Final Action Report on Duplicate 
Programs to the Chancellor, indicating the decisions made for each of the targeted programs and a 
timeline for those actions
